Yet alleged
intelligent people still talk about over-
10 tion as the cause of upemploy-
weunt.

But, it may be said “we admit there
is plenty of wealth in the country, but it
is of the wrong kind. We bave made too
many ships, 100 many theaters, too wany
watches aod clocks, too many books and
orpaments, but we haven't grown enough
food or got enough coal or made enough
clothing!”

If such “were the fact what would it
prove?

Not that people are starving because

of “over production” of wealth, but from
the want of organization of the produc-
tion of wealth,
_ That would be a very strong argument
in favor of Socialism, or the organization
of production. Under Socialism our first
care would be to preduce the necessaries
of life, to teed, house, clothe and warm
the people properly. We should think
about making gums, and ornaments, and
theaters, and skating rinks afterwards.

But is it altogether true that we have
not grown enough food, not got enough
coal, not Wade enough o ng?

Does anyone doubt that if the million
of unemuod were to find a sum of
money eq to their usual wages in their
stockings every Saturday- morning that
the shopkeepers would be able to supply
them with food and clothing and )

Tha starving and the unemployed are
fed, or half fed now. SBomeone pays for
the food. The clothiers would be glad
to supply them with clothes, the colliers
would get all the coal necessary, if—if
the people had money to pay them.

So that it comes to this, There are
food, clothing, fuel and shelter to be had,
but the people have no money to get
them, .

The lack then, is not so‘much a lack of
work as a lack of money.

Why are the people short of moncy?
One sapient observer says because they
haven’t “saved.” If they had put money
by during the good times, it is said. they
would be able to tide over the bad times.

This argument does not pretend to ex-
plain why there should be bad times in
l_\dleounlry where wealth is increesing rap-
idly.

The distress among the unemployed is

that we want, how can it at the same
time be right to narrow the market at
home, as we should be doing if the work-
ers “saved” a large proportion of their
wages?

How can it be right for the poor work-
ers to “save” part of their earnings (by
throwing out of work shopkeepers, etc.)
when at the same time the shopkeepers
are told that to keep themselves in work
they must find new markets?

'hy shouldn't they sell their goeds

to_the poor workers?
RBut then the workers would save
nothing and when bad times come—

what then?

greatest among the unskilled laborers.
How much would the self-satisfied eritic
alluded to like a man to save out ofsuch
wages as these people are able to earn?

There are in London three hundred
thousand families with this colossal in-
come, which in “good times” is a starva- |
tion wage.

Now even in the best times, there are
always a number unemployed. If then
the workers were to “save” a compars-
tively 'lurge proportion of their wages
they would, by so doing, increase the
number of unemployed. They would pay
s0 much less to the shopkeepers than
they would if they speunt nHI their wages,

What about the poor shopkeep~rs and
their assistants and the people who make
the goods sold in the shops, and the car-
riers and others engpged in the work of
production? They would have less cus-
tom than usual. So they would be com-
}wllod to dismiss mwany of their hands.
Iow would this solve the unemployed
problem ?

No, poverty and unemployment canuot
be abolished by the people “saving”
their wages. but by giving them more
wages to “spend.”

Put the ecapitalist wiseacre has. &
remedy. What we want, he says, is
“new markets."” What he means by new
markets is foreige markets, or colonial
markets.

Now, if it is “new” or wider markets

Well, we know that the national
wealth has largely increased, and that
there is no over-population. The :otal
national income has also largely in-
creased. So that there is no absolute

scarcity of the necessaries of life and
with plenty of land uncultivated there
can be no lack of work

The trouble is that the wealth produced
does not flow into the right channeis.
That is, there is lack of organization in
the distribution of wealth, and in e
production of wealth,

If the workers had more money they
could spend more and in spending more
they would employ more people. It is
becanse the workers do not “spend”
enough that trade is bad. If they had
more wages, more of the wealth they
produce, they would spend it in clothes
and boots and furniture and coal and
houses (of which they have not enough)
80 employing the peuple in these trades.
There never ought to be lack of employ-
ment in these trades.

As it is the rich take so much of the
wealth of the country that they cannot
spend it. They can’t spend it all on
tg:tmcelveu and they won't give it away,
not much of it

Hence the unemployed
the problem of poverty. The rich have
too much and rYx: poor have too little.
Will soup kitchens and Salvation Army
colonies ever remedy this state of things?
