But courts of arbitration seem to be'the fad, Treaties have been
formed by the dozen hetween European powers, and the United States
could not remain in the rear. Roosevelt is a man of action, and he
had six or seven of them ready in short order, and submitted them to
the Senate.  But here the trouble bagan. The president and the Senate
constitute the treatv-making power of the United States. But the

t would have been wise, indeed, had he asked that body thrlugh its
Committec on Foreign Affairs whether such treatics were agreeable and
in what form. But he failed to do this. And his agreements made it
possible that the debis of the South consisting in  several miltions
eould be dragged before such a court of arbitration, which would, have
to acknowledge the obligation. The South flew info a rage. But that
was not quite sufficient to break the backbone of these treaties: the
manner in which the president conzluded them, ignoring the Senate,
did the bysiness.  Although' the Senate did not condemn these agree-
ments, it.so changed them that in every single case which had to be
decided bY a court of arbitratiog, a treaty, submitted to and ratified by
the Senate, became compulsory, an1 this made all sueh agreemects
worthless. The president, on the other heud, decided not fo submit
them in the revised form to any powers concerned. They are dead.

In fact the writer himself went to
him for an opinion. and the inter-
viow, which will be given later, is
responsible for this description of
the man,  1f a list of the successful
men of his eity were ta be made
none would feal that it was complete
without ‘hizx name. He employs a
confidential clerk to whom he pays
a good salary to take care of his in-
terests.  This clerk is a polite, con-
scientions person and withal very
much attached to his employer. The
relation of one to the o ther is most
cordial. In fact thig may be =aid of
all the many employees of this ene-
cosful man. They all like him, and
he soems to like them, although
they all without exception testify
that he is very strict about each per-
forming his full duty and allows no
foolishness about matters of work.

The confidential clerk gave the
writer some facte of his employer.
His educational advantages were
very inaited.

They in no
way inerease the bulk of wealth,
they only gather it.together and
pla ce it at the dizposal of this suo
cessfil man. It is not difftenit there-
fore to appreciate the fact that such
a person in snch an environment is
very little interested in such a thing
as a raw material, fecling az he does
that he will always he able to keep
his stock of finished product full,
tand that if anyone want: what he
has to sell they will have to pay the
price.

lencr\ and suffering of others, for
while thiz one seems to feel rogret!

ithey, while possessing abundance of !

Third: A suceessful man may
carry his individualism to extremes,

forgetting that while for the pres-
ent he may take care of himsell as
he hoasts, there are others who can
not do so, ench as the unfortunate,
the widow, t'1e orphan, and who can
gay whether 50 not he himself or his
own chilc “n may not stoner or
later fall iuto these classes.

Fourth: A successful man may he
totally ignorant of the basic laws of
economics, as was the case with this
one by his intimation that things are
grown and made to be sold, that ie
for the purpose of profit to cortain
individuals rathe. an for use, that
is for the enjovment, comfort, and
isaprovement  of all the people.
Moreover it never occurred to him
that this profit idea is the very thing
that has caused this present slump
in the cotton market, and that
causes the slumps in all the other
markets.  He seemed totally nneon-
scious of the fact that it 1s the mid-
dle men, the profit takers, that make
it impossible for the growers to live

canse after the middle men
taken out their profit there iz noth-
ing left for the growers, and that
these slumps are produced at cer-
tain times in order the more effect-
nally to appropriate this profit,

A friend of the writer who lives
in the cotton region of Texas gives
the following as an illustration of
the course of this raw material, from
the time it leaves the hands of the
growers until it reaches him again
in the form of cotton cloth: “The
grower takes a bale to the country
storekeeper to settle an old account
of a year's standing for goods pur-
chased at a profit to the storckeeper
of at least 35334 per cent. This
conntry storckeeper sells  to  the
wholesale merchant in Dallas who
in turn sells to the cotton dealer in
New Orleans. ~The New Orleans

ond time, =0 as to make it into the
smallest possibla size, and then.sells
to the manufacturer in Fall River,
Mass. This manufacturer sells the
cloth to the jobber in New Orleans,
the ‘jobber  sells to the wholesale
merchant in Dallas, the wholesale
merchant, through his  drummer,
sells fo the country storekeeper to
whom the grower goes to exchange
his cotton to cancel that permanent
debt. = Space forbids a full explana-
tion of the evils of all this com-
mercial machinery, the reader must
use his own intelligence and study i
out for himaelf. This much must
be clear, that the idea of profit by
unnecessary handlers will have to be
banished, so that the growers will be
encouraged to produee all the eotton
that is necessary to comfortably sup-
ply all.  Then let a sufficient: quan-
tity of cotton goods be made to &u
ply the needs of all. TLet a simple
method of exchange be arranged so
that the cotton growers and the
cloth makers can supply themselves
with the things they have not
duced, as they have supplied ntgers
with cotton and cloth. - Then in-
stead of a few one-sided successful
men, there will be a nation of suc-
cessful, happy, patriotic citizens,
living in harmony and fraternity.
