Victor L. Berger shows the Government's Powerlessness

HEODORE Roosevelt has made a signal failure of h.s attack
on the “meat trust.” The pre:ilcat instructed Commis-
sioner Garfield to investigate and his report was a finding in
favor of the trust.

The report is to the effect that six packing companies—
Armour & Co., Swift & Co.. Morrie & Co., the National Packing com-
any, the Schwarzschild & Sulzberger company and the Cudahy Pack-
ng company—slaughtered in the yvear 180 about 45 per cent of the
fotal indicated slaughter in the Urited States; that the average net
profit in 1903 for three of the companies was 99 cents per head: that
1he vear 1902, instead of being one of exorbitant profits, was less pro-
Aitable than usual: that during the months when prices of beef were
tne highest some of the leading packers were actually losing money on
every head slaughtered.

Nor is the expense of the packing house excessive; for in these
plants the scientific disposition of all material tends to "utilize all the
substances handled, and to minimize waste. At the same time it is
well known that workmen in the packing hounses belong to the poorest

“paid and most exploited laborers in-the couptry, and it is really a dis-

g'rar-(- to this country that the government has not taken some steps

~ fo change the barbaric conditions in the large packing houses.

SRR Nor is this all.

By its “route” ecars, which are perambulating butcher shops, it
has destroved the retail business of the small towns, and it has been
known for a long time that the retail dealers in the large cities are
simply its ageats.  Tts business transactions amount to six millions of
dollars annually and this business is growing with the naturel in-
crease of the population.

And what shows plainly the uLature of the trust's exactions: While
prices within the United States have been advanced continually, those
charged European consumers have been adapted to the local state of
each market.  Thos, American meats are cheaper in London or Liver-
pool or Dublin than they are in New York, Chicago or Milwaunkee—
the frozen meals of Australia necossitating the reduction. During the
year 1901 about a hundred millions of dollars worth of meats were dis.
tributed by American packers in the European markets, a fact which
indicates no lack of range cattle.

And yet the government of the United States is powerless against
the trust.

during the years 1902, 1903 and 1004 Swift & Co.’s profits have not ex-
ceeded 2 per cent of the lotal sales: Cudahy & Co. 15 stated at 1.8 per
cent for 1904 and 23 per cent for 1902,

With reference to private car lines in the packing industry it is
stated that the profit is a very liberal one, a net return,of from 14 to 17
per cent being indicated, buf, it is added, that reckotied on the basis of
dressed beef transported, thc prout would add but little to the cost of
beef to the consumer.

The:profit of one conéern, Cudahy Packing company, on lh invest-
ment in cars was as high as 22 per cent in one year.
