One of the worst blotches on our
modern civilization is the private
detective agency which makes a
specialty of supplying strike break- |
ers and armed thugs to capitalists
when they have dirty work to he
dene during labor conflicts. A writ-
er in Appleton’s Magazine for
October who is said to be an Ameri-
can representative of the Scotland
Yards detective force, has the fol-
lowing to say as information from
the inside, on the private detective
system that flouri in manufac-
uring centers in this country:
 “There is another phase of the
private detective evil' ‘which  Liag
worked untold damage in America.
I'his is the private constabulary sys-
tem, by which armed forces are em-
soyed during labor troubles. It is
1 condition akin to the feudal sys-
tem of warfare, when private in-
ierests can employ troops of mer-
cenaries to wage war at their com-
mand.

"Ostensibly, these armed private
detectives are hurried to the scene
of the trouble to maintain order and
prevent destruction of property, al-
though this work should always be
left to the official guardians of the
peace. That there 18 a sinister mo-
tive back of he employment of these
men has been shown time and
again. - Have you ever followed the
episodes of a great strike and no-.
ticed that most of the disorderiy
outbreaks were so guided as to
work hann to the interests of the
strikers? It is not going too far
to state that many of the great
strikes have been lost to the work-
ers because after a time public sym-
pathy and support were withdrawn,
And this change of public senti-
mient invariably follows the alleged
lawless and violent acts of the strik-
ers.  Threfore, instead of prevent-
ing these acts, it is to the interest of
the employers that they should oc-
cur.

“In this, perhaps, lies usually the
rexson why private detectives amy
brought on the scene.  Before every
duty to the public as a whole, their
duty consists in bringing the re-
sult desired by, their employers—
that is, breaking the strilie.  Time
and again it has been shown that
private ddtectives employed every
effort, fair or foul, to accompﬁ;?:
this end by turning the public
against the strikers. Private de-
tectives, unsuspected in their guise
of workmen, mingle with the strik-

sm‘nclimcs stirr them up to violence.
‘In onc of the greatest of our
strikes, that involving the steel in-
dustry, over two thousand armed
detectives  were  employed  sup-
posedly to protect property, while
several hundred more were scat-
tered in the ranks of strikers as
workmen. Many of the latter be-
came officers in the labor bodies,
hielped to make laws for the organi-
zations, made incendiary speeches,
cast their votes for the most radi-
cal movements made by the strik-
ers, participated in and led bodies
of the members in the acts of law-
lessness that eventually caused the
sending of state troops and the
declaration of martial law. While
doing this, these spies within the
ranks were making daily reports of
the plans and purpose of the strik-
ers. To my knowledge, when law-
lessness was at its height, and mur-
der ran riot, these men wore little
patches of white on the lapels of
their ccats that their fellow-detec-
tives of the “two thousand” v.onld
not shoot them down by mistake,
“In mno other country in the
world, with the exception of China,
is it possible for an individual to
surround himself with a standing
army to do his bidding in defiance
of law and order. The conditions
[ bave outlined could never under
any circumstance obtain in Eng-
land.  During labor troubles the
government looks after the polic-
mg, and under no circumstances
permits the meddling of private de-
tectives,” .

As an American Social-Demo-
cratic party, we pledge our fidelity
to the principles of the Interna-
Honal gocial-l)cmocracy as em-
bodied in the umited thought and
action of the Social-Democrats of
all nations, In the industrial de-
velopment  already accomplished,
the interests of the world workers
are scparated by no national bound-
aries . The condition of tihe most
exploited and oppressed workers,
in the most remote places of the
carth, incvitably  tends to drag
down all the workers of the world
to the same level. The tendency
of the competitive wage svstem
is to make labor's lowest condition
the measure or rale of its univer-
sal condition. Industry and fin-
ance are no longer national but in-
ternational, both in organization
and results, The chief significance
of national bounderics and of the
so-called patriotism which the rul-
ing class of each nation is seeking
to revive, is the power which these
give to capitalists to keep the work-
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in the struggle of contending capi-
talists for the control of the yet un-
exploited markets of the world, or
the remaining sources of profit,

The Social-Democratic  1move-
ment therefore i» a world move-
ment. It knows of no conflicts of
interest between the workers of one
nation and the workers'of another,
It stands for the freedom of the
workers of all nations; and, in so
standing, it makes for the full free-
| dom of all humanity.

The Social-Democratic  move-
ment owes its birth and growth fr
that economic  development ¢
world-process which is rapidly sep-
arating a working or producing
class from a possessing or capitalist
class. The class that produces noth-
ing possesses labor's fruits, and the
oppottunities and enjoyment these
fruits afford, while the class that
does the world’s real work has in-
¢reasing economic uncertainty, and
physical and intellectual misery, as
its portion.

The fact that these two gin::es
have not yet become fully conscious
of their distinction from each other,
the fact that the lines of division
and iaterest may not yet be clearly
drawn,- does not change the fact
of the class ‘conflict.

This class struggle is due to the
private ownership of the means of
employment, or the tools of pro-
duction, Wherever and whenever
man owned his own land and tools,
and by¢ them produced only the
things which he used, economic in-
dependence was possible. But pro-
duction or the making of goods,
has long since ccased to be individ-
ual.

But
this co-operation in production is
not for the direct use ¢f the things
made by the workers who make
them, but for the profit of the own-
ers of the tools and means of pro-
duction; and to this is due the
present division of society into two
distinet classes; and from it has
sprung all the miseries, inharmonics
pand contradictions of our civiliza-
| tion,

| Betwéen these two classes there
can be no possible compromise or
identity of. interest, any more than
there can be peace in the midst
of war, or light in the midst of
darkness. A socicty based upon
this class division carries in itself
the seeds of its own destruction.
Such a society is founded on funda-
mental injustice. There can be no
possible basis for social peace, for
“idividual freedom, for mental har-
mony,/excent in the conscionus and
complete triumph of the working
class as the only class that has the
right. or power to be.

IV.

The Social-Democratic program
is not a theory imposed upon so-
ciety for its acceptance or rejection.
It is but the interpretation of what
is, sooner or later, inevitable. Capi-
talism is already struggling to its
destruction. It is no longer com-
petent to organize or administer the
work of the world or even to pre-
serve -itself, The captains of in-
dustry are appalled at their own
inability to control or dir¢ct the
rapidly socializing forces of in-
dustry, The so-called trust is but
a sign and form of this developing
! socialization of the word’s work.
The universal increase of the un-
certainty of emplovment, the uni-
versal. capitalist dctermination to
break .down the. unity of labor in
the trades unions, the widespread
apprehensions ofimpending change,
reveal that the constitutions «f capi-
talist society are passing under the
power. of inhering forces that will
soon destroy them.

Into the midst of this strain and
crises of civilization, the Social-
Democratic movemsnt comes as
the only saving or conservitive
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from chaos, from universal disorder
and misery, it must be by the un

the Social-Democratic movement..
The Social-Democratic comes
with the only ition or pro-
gram for intelligently and deliber-
ately organizing the naticn for the
common good of all its citizens. It
is the first time that the mind of
man has ever been directed toward
the conscious organization of so-
ciety.

Social-Democracy means that al
those things upon which the people
in common depend shall by (he
people in common be owned and
adminisicred.

THE REV. HUGH PENTECOST SHOWS WHY THERE ARE
TWO CLASSES IN SOCIETY AND WHERE THE
WORKER’S INTERESTS LIE.

At present the world of human
beings is composed of classes,
However, we may dispute as to
the lines of demarkation between
members of these classes, there is
no dispute that there is a capitalist
Jlass and a working class.

The capitalist class lives by rent,
interest or dividends—that is, pro-
fits. The working class lives by
wages. The welfare of these dasccs
is antagonistic. The more the capi-
talist class gets, the less the work-
ing class gets. The more the work-
ing class get .the less the capitalist
- class gets. This' is self-evident,
since wages, rent, interest or divi-
dends (profits) are taken out of the
produce of labor,

THE TWO CLASSES.

All men and women belong to
one or the other of these classes. To
which class you belong is not de-
termined entirely by whether you
are a wage earner or not. It is de-
termined to a great extent by what
you think; by your mental attitude
toward the world of human beings;
by your moral code, and, especially
by how you vote.

If you are a wage earner, and, as
such, believe that you belong to an
inferior class; that you need to be
ruled by your betters fthm \;ou could

In the schools of Germany and
Holland the teaching of cleanliness
appears to be part of the school
curriculum.

I. SOCIALISM AND' PROPERTY.

It is unfortunate that in all hu-
man affairs the points at issue are
often obscured by misapprehension.
Some of the acrimony that has
characterized discussions on  So-
cialism has its source in misap-
prehension arising from a faulty
historic perspective.

Like all great human movements,
Socialism 1s a :natter of growth.
[t has a right to insist that too much
streets shall not be laid on the im-
perfection and mistakes in its past
history,  The vagaries and errors
of some of its adherents, of some
of s leaders, even on matters per-
taining to the vital questions, do
not detract from value of its prin-
ciples. In the forum of public
opinion, Socialism must be judged
by its present intentions and the
value UF its practical aims.

Tt is iruportant to distinguish So-
cialism from some movements with
which it is sometimes confounded.

Socialism is not communism.
The latter is the denial of the right
of private property. Socialism is
bascd on the principle that a man
has a sacred right to the product
of his labor,

Property is a sacred right, but
there are rights more sacred. It
has important limitations which are
sometimes forgotten, There are
different kinds of property,

First, there is the right of a man
to the product of his labor.
