. The American Federation of Labor is a voluntary confe
eration ‘of national and international umions. If a national union
*rants to withdraw there is really no vy to force it back into the fold

+—especially if such a union has no "label” to boom.

For instance, the Mine Workers and the Amalgamated Iron and
Steel Workers have withdrawn in the past without suffering much in-
jury from such act. The big railroad brotherhoods are still out,
m?'all attempts to coax them into the fold have failed so far. Of
course, for unions with a “label” that depends on the patronage of
other union men, a charter from the American Federation of Labor
means something. And as capitalism developes, all unions will sooner
or later be welded into one big labor organization.

- -

Under the present conditions the national and international of-
ficers of the various unions are by far the most important element in
the convention. They are usually reelected every year—some of them
are even delegates by virtue of their offices. These unions have one
vote for every one hundred members of their respective unions, so
it can be seen thet ihey have a large voting power.' For instance, the
miners’ delégation has over 2379 voues, and the carpenters have 1,637
votes. ' The miners’ delegation has not changed more than one or
two men in ten yea d the same condition prevails in most of the
other unions. Now 3ll the big unions are represented in the Execu-
tive Gouncil of the American Federation of Labor, the council hav-
ing enlarged whenever the occasion required it, to make this pos-
sible. ‘It is even claimed that at least one national union is paying a
per capita for 50,000 members without having the menibership, in
order to retain “the prestige” and the seat in the Executive Council.

unsuspecting assistance of the mili-
tary and the police force, and got
away before the fraud was discov-
ered. The man, Wilhelm Voigt
had been unable to live honestly
because of the German system of
police  supertision. He spent
months in watching the habits and
manners of the soldiery and con-
vinced himsel, that the uniforms
were everything and that it made
no difference who was inside.
He then bought the uniform of a
_caFtain of the First Regiment of
infantry at 2 second hand store and
after putting the clothes on halted
a detachment of grenadier guards
that was returning from the drill
grounds and ordered them to fol-
low him at once on an expedition
to make an important arrest under
the' orders of the kaiser. They
were unsuspecting and obeyed him
like sheep.  They went with him by
train to the small city of Koepinick,
on the outskirts of Berlin. There
he ordered them to fix bayonets and
march to the town hall. Halting
at the telephone exchange he or-
dered the trembling official in
charge to cut off communications
with the capitol for two hours under
pain of the kaiser's displeasure. His
uniform hypnotized tne official, as
it did everyone else.  Next he or-
dered the chief of police to place a
squad of police round the town hall

also was done. So that the police
actually stood on guard while the
bogus captain made a prisoner of
the burgomaster and sent him to
Berlin ‘under guard, He then
rifled the town treasury under pre-
text of taking the funds for com-
parison with the official records and
got away with his booty without be-
ing suspected. Later he was iden-
tified by means of a photograph he
had been foolish enough to have
taken some months before, and ar-
rested.

Although Voigt will probably
spend the balance of his life in
prison, he is regarded by the pub-
lic as a sort of hero, not only for the
audacity of his exploit, but because
of the blow he has given the fetich
of the military uniform. He has
made a sort of comic opera spec-
tacle of the military bureaucracy,
which the people chafe under and
they feel that they owe him a debt
of gratitude for the blow he has

whereas Carroll Do Wright, who

But when
the lawyer for the imprisoned men
songht by habeas corpus procecd-
ings to force a specdy trial, the
right of such a writ was denied, and
now, after months of dreary wait-
ing in prison, (ne men are informed
by the supreme court of the United
States  that  this  constitutional
guarantee is a right they cannot use.

It is a monstrous decision,
against which every fiber in the
body of the true American lover of
liberty and justice must revolt.
As an  indication of what
capitalism proposes to do to its vic-
tims throughout this country in
time, this decision comer with stag-
gering force. It would seem to in-
dicate that our hope that the people
can come into their own withiout
bloodshed has been too sanguine. In
striking down one of the supports
of American safety and security of
individual citizenship the supreme
cotrt is sowing the wind. These be
ovdnous times!

When De Tocqueville, in the
middle of the last century, made a
stidy of American institutions he
came to the conclusion that politi-
cal equality was the ontgrowth of
the equal  distribution of = wealth
then existing in the United States.

Thase conditions no longer exist
\m]il_\. :

Dr. Spalir, as a result of ‘his an-
alysis of the census 1 >turns of 1890,
came to the conclusion that seven-
cighths of the American people
owned only one-eighth of the prop-
eriy.

Thomas Spearman, a noted cor-
poration lawyer, and an able econo-
mist, stated in the Forum in 1889,
dat the United States was practi-
cally owned by 230,000 people, and
he predicted that in thirty vears it
would be owned by 235,000,

A New Yeork financial journal
stated in 1902 that the “steel trust”,
which represents one-twelith of the
nation’s -wealth, is controlled ity
twentyfour men.

Robert Hunter in his work “Pov-

erty in the United States’ assures
us that ten million American citi-
zens are unable to procure sufficient
food, sufficient clothes, and suffi-
cient shelter, :

It is not necessary to multiply
quotations. These are typical of
the present economic conditions,

If we look on the polite side of
the question, the outlook is not as-
suring.  In his book on Construc-
tive Demoeracy, Dr. Smythe speaks

To this idea of liberty the Re-
publican and Democratic parties
are alike false. They alike struggle
for power to maintain and profit
by an industrial system which can
be preserved only by the complete
overthrow of such liberties as we
already have, and by_the still fur-
ther enslavement and degradation
of labor.

Our American nstitutions came
into the world in the name of free-
dom. . They have been seized upon
by the capitalist class as the means
of rooting out the idea ol freedom
from among the people. Our state
and national legislatures have be-
come the mere agents of great prop-
ertied interests. These interests
control the appointments and de-
cisions of the judges and our
courts, They have come into what
is practically a private ownership
of all the functions and forces of
government, They are using these
to betray and conquer foreign and
weaker prople, in order to establish
new markets for the surplus goods
which the people make, but are too
poor to buy. They are gradually
so invading and restricting the right
of suffrage as to take unawares tae.
right of the worker to a vote or
voice in public affairs. By enact-
ing new and misinterpreting old
laws, they are preparing to attack
tl.e liberty of the individual even to
speak or think for himselt’ or for
the common good.

By controlling all the sources of
social revenue, the possessing class
is able to silence what might he
the voice of protest against the

The Social-Democratic  move-
ment owes its birth and growth tr
that economic development o:
world-process which is rapidly sep-
arating a working or producing
class from a possessing or capitalist
class. The class that produces noth-
mg possesses labor’s fruits, and the
opportunities and enjoyment thesa
fruits afford, while the class that
does the world's real work has in-
creasing economic uncertainty, and
iphysical and intellectual misery, as
its portion.

The {fact that these two cinzses
have not yet become fully conscious
of th. = distinction from each other,
the fac. ‘hat the lines of division
and interc .. may not yet be clearly
drawn, deoes not change the fact
of the class conflict.

This class struggle is due to the
private ownership of the means of
employment, or the tools of pro-
|duction. Wherever and whenever
{man owned his own land and tools,
and by them produced only the
things which he used, economic in-
dependence was possible.  Dut pro-
duction or the making of goods,
has long since ceased to be individ-
;u:d, The laLors of scores or even
thonsands, entey into almost cvery
article produced. Production is
inow social or collective.
tically everything is made or done
by many men—sometimes separated
by seas and continents—working
itogether for the same end. But
{this co-operation in production is
{not for the direct use of the things
{made by the workers who make
them, but for the profit of the own-
ers of the tools and means of pro-
duction; and to this is due the
present division of society into two
distinct classes; and from it has
sprung all the miseries, inharmonies
and contradictions of our civiliza-
tion.

Between these two classes there
can be no possible compremise or
identity of interest, any more than
there can be peace in the midst
of war, or light in the midst of
darkness. A socicty based upon
this class division carries in itself
the sceds of its own destruction.
Such a society is founded on funda-
mental injustice. There can be no
possible basis’ © = social peace, for
individual f n, for mental har-
mony, except . the conscious and
complete triumph of the working
class as the only class that has the
right or power to be.

IV.

The Social-Democratic program
is not a theory imposed upon so-
ciety for its acceptance or rejection.
It is but the interpretation of what
is, sooner or later, inevitable. Capi-
talism is already struggling to its
destruction, It is no longer com-
petent to organize or adiinister the
work of the world or even to pre-
serve itself. The captains of in-
dustry are appalled at their own
inability to control or direct the
rapidly socializing forces of in-
dustry. The so-called trust is but
a sign and form of this developing
socialization of the word's work.
The universal increase of the un-
certainty of employment, the uni-
versal capitalist determination to
{break down the unity of labor in
the trades unions, the widespread
apprehensions of impending chiange,
reveal that the constitutions of capi-
talist society are passing under the
power of inhering forces that.will
soon destroy them.

Into the midst of this sttain and
