ist ticket. We fail to appeal to his
economic interest, because we em-

An additional feature of this sit-
uation is that our comrades have
no practical employment for their
suppressed  energy, which clamors
to be set free for the cause. There-
fore, not infrequently I have found
comrades, who under the proper
conditions would have been wval-
uable assets to the cause, indulging
in mental gymnastivs and mutuoal
fault-finding.

The retail co-operatives proposed
by the People’s Wholesale Co-
operatives will deal principally with
members.

Through th. democratic control
of the administration, the con-
snmers  will participate in  the
mmagement, first of the distribu-
tion, and ultimately of the produc-
tion of the staples of life, and it
is evident that this must necessarily
broaden the view of the average
workingman.

HE recent trades and labor
congrress held in Quebee tonk |
A strong . position | on . thed
white slave trafiic. {
The arganized workers of Cana-|
da are aroused to the fact that the!
victims of this unspeakable traffic
are chiefly  youny  working girls;
and so the congress passed resolu
tioms  demanding  legal protection
for grirls, i
The resolutions were hrief and
poimted.  There were no apologetic
sophistries  about this evil being
necessary s the people who furnish
the victims know that it is not nec-
essary  but maintained for the
profit. of the few, and for the de-
gradation of many.
At present, to quote the resolu-
tions, “it 13 easy for rich or vicious
men to betray and desert girls who
are not able to protect themselves.”
Then follows the demand to “with-
out delay amend the code. making
these vices punishable by law,” It
15 casy to see that the viclous insti-
tutions form an easy way of dis-
posing of betraved girls, hence to
protect working girls we must war
on vicious institutions.
This demand, if persistent, and it
will ‘be persistent, will mean more
toward stagpering the white slave
trade than all the work of all the
reformers on all the continents of
the globe. ' Yearly the tribute goes
from the homes of the poor.  Hun-
dreds of thousands of girls in the
United  States alone — uncounted
thousands the world over, to the
short-lived horror of a life of
shame. The girls are very voung.
most of them, from 13 to 18, and
among them are many feehle-mind-
ed and those bordering on feehl
mindedness, It is about time- that
working- fathers and mothers were
hearst on this subject.  For long
they have known in a dim sort of
way. DBecause of this, working peo-
ple almost dread to see a girl chilkd
come into the family: “girls have
such o higd time in the world.”
and “it s hard to keep girls from
danger,” are remarks wiung from
fathers and mothers of the poor.
They have looked on the “danger”
0 their danghters as a child might
ok at wild beasts in a forest—
something to be feared and avoided
but not to be met or coped with.
These Quebec resolutions show
an awakening. In Canada at least
from this time on it will not be
each little girl for herself to bat-
tle alone ‘against the forces that
make profit from her destruction;
labor organized to protect itself will
not leave its daughters unprotected.
It is for labor organizations
everywhere to follow the example
of Ouebec.  We can all see that we
Owe protection to our children from
colid and hunger, and just as much
do we owe them protection from
vicious institutions that could not
continue  withont destroving  alike
the bodies and souls of both girls
and boys. 1
The laws of most states of the
Union are inadequate to protect
them, = For instance, there is a
heavier penalty in the state of Ca-
lifornia for stealing a horse than
there is for stealing a girl and sell-
ing or placing her in a house of in-
famy against her will. The laws of
most other  states  arc . sinilar.
Worse than this what weak laws
there are against crimc: of this kind
are not enforced. i

They are therefore al-
Ways in a position to pay cash for
their orders placed with the whole-
sale society,  In easé of a failure,
the -only persens. who will suffer
will be the consamers of the retail
society failing. They could only
Jose their five dollars cach, invested
in a share of stock in the retail
society,

There are at present in operation
throughonut the eastern states about
200 Italian co-operatives.  Comrade
Ariuro Carrofti, {n!‘mcr’)' Socialist
member of parliarient for Florence,
Italy, who is at present manager of
one of the most successful of the
Ttalian co-operatives, has for a long
time contemplated the centralization
of these co-operatives. He has de-
cided to redign from his pasition as

To raise the capital required we
have #&ided, in accordance with
the advice given us by Morris Hill-
quit, to issue $20.000 of stock at
$25 per share, $10,000 of which
shail be preferred stock and $10,000
common stock. The preferred stock
shall be solddo the branches, and
we will give the hranches one vote
for.every share of stock they own,
The common stock will be sold to
the individual. members, called in
the constitution “adherent mem-
bers””  The adherent members will
have only one vote cach, regardless
of how many shares of stock they
L.

A non-member consumer  can
deal with the society for cash, but
receives only 50 per cent of the
dividends, while the remaining 50
per cent is retained until it amounts
to the equivalent of a shate of
stock, whereupon the consumer
requested to become a member.

The' retail co-operatives sell to
all consumers at the established re-
tail price.  The member-consumers
usnally receive a dividend of 10
or 12 per cent on their consump-
tion. It may be safely estimated
that ' the average workingman's
family would save $30 or $40 cvery
six months by dealing with the co-
operatives.

At the same time a certain per-
centage of the profits both of the
wholesale and retail societies is set
aside for Socialistic propaganda.
Comrade Spargo, in speaking on
the necessity of organizing co-
operatives, a few weeks ago, stated
that he could not econceive of any
other manner in which permanently
sufficient capital could be raised to
maintain Socialist dailies adequate
to compete with the highly devel-
oped American dailies. Comrade
Stokes also stated that he did not
know any more important move-
ment at present considered by, 'the
Socialists throughout the country,

To resume the matter of con-
stfniers and’ dividends. - These divi-
dends act on the consumers as a
magnet to the co-operatives.  The
co-operatives  are committed 1o
maintaining union conditions in
their enterprise, and it is evident
that the members must soon come
to realize the importance of join-
the unions themselves.

stroyed the faith of honest men in
the possibility of self-government.

And if we ask what “Graft” is,
we have not far to go for the an-
swer. District Attorney Jerome of
New York City gives the answer
pointedly when hc says that graft
is the result of the application of
the principles of private business
to public affairs. The prinsiples of
private business are the principles
of “Get all you can, and can all
you get,” and “Do your neighbor
 before he does you.”

Who Are the Grafters?'
Mavor Swift of Chicago was
once called upon to make an ad-
dress before the Commniercial Club
of that city on the subject of cor-
ruplnm in the ity government. The
mavor said to these representative
husiness men  of the Commercial
Club:  “Who is it that comes to
the city council asking for special
privileges and offering bribes to
the members of the city council 7 It
15 not the common people. Who
15 it that corrupts the channels of
government by dividing up with
the assessor in order to get a lower
rate of taxation for themselves? It
is not the poor man. It is vour
representative business men. It is
men of vour class. And 'if you
want to prevent corruption in ‘the
city government of this city of Chi-
cago, begin at vour own homes, in
your own clubs,  The city govern-
ment will not be corrupted if yvour
representative business men do not
corrupt it.”

And they made the mistake of put-
ting the names of a number of
prominent Socialists of the city in
this list. Accordingly, the Social-
ists were represented by a speaker
at that mecting, and these speakers
had a meeting to arrange the pro-
gram of the addresses. There was
presented at the speakers’ meeting
a set of resolutions which were to
be adopted.  But the Socialist
speaker protested against commit-
ting himself to the resolutions, on
the greund that they did not go far
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enough, smce they proposed only to
have a lhittle “citizens’ committee”

of ten to help the district attorney
and the grand jury to get the *little.
grafters.,”  The Soclalist insisted
that this would not remove  the
cause-of graft and that the result of
the meeting would only be to “let
off steam,” except insofar as it
might educate the people as to the
real canses of their troubles.

Gen. Winkler was the chairman
of the mecting—an aged lawyer and
ju\!gc, well known and respected
m the community, And after the
protest of ‘the Sccialist had been
made, he Jeaned back in his chair
and said: "OH course, we all know
that should the resolution carry, and
their purpose fulhiled, should the
committee of tew’ be appointed and
enable the district attorney and the
grand jory to do their work, it
seould  not materially “affect the
canses  of ¢mmml corr Mion i
Milzoankee.

Graft is only the sign that the
business man has gone into politics.
Graft is the blister raised on the
community when the business man
goes into politics.

The business man is accustomed
to buying what he wants. Wine
and women and corner lots ; horses
and automobiles  and = business
blocks—all have their price. A
business man will “sell anvthing he
has got”'—or can get. And he asks
only ‘“what 15 the price?” lHe
thinks everyoody has his price.

If the business man wants a priv-
ilegre for a bav window, he asks only
“How much?”  And if the alder-
man wants toa much for the win-
dow, he buys the alderinan. @ Busi-
ness men have been known to go
into the maiket and buy a MAYOR
or even a WHOLE CITY COUN-
CIL.

All of this is perfectly natural
and logical to the business man, for
it is part of his business svstem.
But this svstem is not a system—
it is unsystematic except in its cor-
ruption of the city’s life.  And the
business man does not know the
mieaning of Mumicipal Business, be-
cause the only kind of business
which he can understand is “busi-
ness for profit.”  What is needed
is a new ‘svstem for municipal basi-
ness. B

What Is Municipa! Business?

What is the reason for the ex-
istence of a city government ?

It is NOT to “promote the busi-
ness interests” of the city. That
15 what the board of trade and the
chamber of commerce and the com-
mercial clubs and the merchants and
manufacturers’ associations are for!

.No. Municipal business is the
business of the city as a city, not
the business of any one class, “And
municipal business is often and
ought to be, mostly, in antagonism
with the “business business,” and
especialiy when the business inter-
ests propose to fatten at the ex-
pense of the lifc of the cty,

- What then is the busmess of a

city ? :
Safety

First, it is to provide for the
safety of the person and the prop-
erty of its citizens. When 750,000
people live within the space of sixty
10 seventy square miles, as in the
city of St. Lonis, they have to lay
aside their weapons. and agree that

Ipersonal quarrels shall be settled,

not with fist or gun or club, but in
the courts. And so we turn ovii to
the policeman the club and the gun,
and ask him to protect us all from
the violent man.

But right here the business of
the city always comes into opposi-

Jtion with the organtzed business of
{ crime.

‘he gamblers, who pro-
pose to take away your money bv
one means or another, come in wi

their business.  The “red light dis-

In this connection there is also
the protection from fire, as part of
the business of the city. And 1
know of one Wisconsin city where
the business of a  private water
company was to collect moaey from
the city for a service which it could
not reader — BECAUSE 1TS
PIFPES WOULD BURST every
time . pressure enough was put on
them: to throw water on a fire.

Public Health
Second’ only in  importance to
safety’ of person and property is

the protection of the health of the
people.  And with the growth of
the city there alwavs ariie new
problems  connected - with | this.
Water . supply that shall be
from contamination, streets that
are kept clean and free from filth,
drainage of surface water, and dis-
posal ¢f sewage and -,:urh:lg\*-»n!l
these are part of the business of the
city.

And hege. as elsewhere, the mu-
nicipal bufmess must be guarded
against the “business interests”
who stand ready in the form of
paving and sewer contractors, gar-
bage contractors and plumbing con-
tractors—ready to rob the people,
giving sciunpéd service for prices
swollen by boodle.

Education

Of prime impertance in a land
which is supposed to be governed
by the people. and in a city where
the people are to govern themselves,
is the matter of education. lh(
proper education of every hav and
girl 18 a-neces<aiy and fudamental
matter in a citv which is not to b2
governed by a few,

But here again the “business in-
terests” often interfere, from the
wealthy old reprobate who has no
children of his own and cbjests to
paving taxes “to cducate other peo-
plé’s brats,” 15 the contractors who
got' their trake-off” on buildings,
and the bhungry book companies
who bocdle with the board of edu-
cation.

ANl of these things are ]ummc
propositions. calhing for actual de-
partments of city government
such, to carrv on the cityv's busi-
ness.  But the growth of a city
alwavs attracts that class which is
willing to profit at the expense of
the people, and who come offering
to serve the pubiic. while in reality
they stand ready to increas< their
own profits by destroying e life
and health of the public they pre-
tend to serve.

When men lived in villages and
country-sides, each man could have
his own pump, milk his cwn cows,
make his own butter, kill his own
meat, and put up his own ice in
winter. ' But life in the city makes
all this impossible, and these neces-
sary commodities of life must be
furnished by some other method.

But many times the business in-
terests of a private water company
have demanded that the city should
be furmished the water that was
cheapest to get—and  that meant
water guaranteed to kill a certain
number of people every vear, by
typhoid fever, diphtheria, tubercu-
losis, ete. -

And how often the private busi-
ness of a milk dealer demands the
selling of skim ‘milk, colored with
chalk and burnt brandy to make it
“look rich,” 1In a great city, when
the  sweltering  days  of summer
come on, the price of ice becomes
an indicator of the death rate of ba-
bies among the poor. And if the
ice be impure, none are safe.

It would seem at first that sun-
light and air could be measured and
charged for. But when it comes
to the building of houses to live in
on land within  city  limits, the
houses are crowded close tegether
so that the landlord mav collect
more 1ente from the people who
can net afford to go farther out.
Thus we find miserable hovels and

defore 1 answer this question allow me to offer a few
hints to voung Socialists. The oppenents of Socialism appear to sup-
pose that if they can suggest any difficulty, however trivial, which
may arise in the working of our system, they have disposed of the
whole matter.  Very many ardent hut inexperienced yvoung Socialists
fall into the error of trying to prove that Sceialism and heaven are
the same thing.

Both sides should remember that Socialism is not offered as a
perfect system of life, hut only as verv great’ improvement upon the
systemn under which we now live, and as the uext step in social evoln-
tion. :

The question, then, is not w hether Socialism is the best thing man
can conceive, but whether Socialism is better !h:m our present mulmd
of hife

Therefore, when 2 ¢ asks a )‘u\:ll:: Soeialist whether a certain
evil will exist under Sociulism. let the Socialist immediately ask the
critic whether ‘the same cvil exists now.

large incomes who never do any kind of work at all.

Under Soctalian these men might continue idle: but they would
certainly not comuu' rich, nor \.u.uld they continue to be known as

Now, before 1 tell vou what would be done with all these people
under” \un.n m. T must tell vou what is aone with them now.

Do vou suppose \!Lx society does not support these loafers? Bat

they Hive: and what do they live on?
Al wealth i won by labor, is it not? Then all the tramps,
thieves, paupers, and lngn.w, live apon poor-rates, plunder, alms, or

prison allowances, and all these means of
labior of the working poor.

But under your present system you m»lunh feed and house these
loafers, but voue @o 1o the expense of masters, matrons, doctors, war-
dens, and police, all of whom have to be fed and paid to wait upon or
attend to the loaters. ;

Next, with regard to the unemploved.  These people exist; and
they exist i enforced wleness, and at the expense of those who work,

Note one or two facts, . These people do nothing for their own
stipport, and many 6f them, through swant and shante, and forced idle-
uess, become cruninals or tramips,

This is not only a waste of wealth, and a waste of-power, it is
also a most wicked and disgraceful waste of human souls.

Now, let us how things woulkl work out under Socialism.
We *vill divide our loafers into two cf Those who could work
and will not, and those who would work and cannot.

So long as it as possible for a willing worker to. be forced into
idlencss, <o/ long will there exit a reason for the giving of alms:

Why do Wy relieve a trann un the road, a beggar in the street?

Bevause we are never sure hat (14 man is a ot ; because we
always fear that his ipenury may ln Itie to misfortime, and not to
idleness.  But under: Socialism this d' bt wenld disappear.  Under
Socialism there wauld he wark for all ' THerefore, vnder Socialism
every man who was able to work wonld be able to Bve.  This fact
being aniversally known, no able-bodied man could exist without work.
\ lieggar or a tramp wonld be mevitably a loafer, and ' not a hand
wonld be held out to help hiny,

The answer to the able-bodied beggar would be, “1f you are
angry o oand work)”" U1 the man refused to work e must starve.

The answer, then, to the question of what Socialists would do with
the loafers is. that under Socialisth we <hould oblige the loafer to work
or perish: whereas, under present conditions, we either make him into
a Mgentlaman” or a pauper, or a beggar, or a thief; in any one of
which ¢éapacities he is allowed to live in idleness upon the labor of
other men.

Tell me, is it not true today that the idlest are the richest and
the most industrious the poorest amongst the people?  Well, I want
vou to remind your eritics of these things wien they ask yvou \\hat

Socialists will do with their loafers.

Let us take another question.

We have heard learned and practical men
laugh them to scorm; we have seen their claims and their desires and
their theories held up to derision. But can any man imagine a sight
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wealthy nation coming to a halt in its march of progress for fear of
disturbing the minds of the scavengers?

Shades of Cromwell, of Langton, of Washington and of Hamp-
den!  Imagine the noble president at the head of the government
aweing a truculent and radical congress into silence by thundering
out_the terrible menace, “Touch the dustman, and yon destroy the
nation.”  Yet, when the capxtnlm talks about “tampering with the
laws of political economy,” and “opening the floodgates of amarchy,’
it is really the scavenger that is in  his. mind, although he realiv.
may not think so. liimself, capitalists not being always vcrv clear in”
their reasonings.

necessary  foundation—not only of

whose teams travel the city streets
should pay for the paving. And
it is right that those who gather
the most of the wealth produced by
the labor of a city should pay the
necessary  expenses of that  city.

But how to make them pay?
Well, there is a very simple little
rule which the Socialists’ would
make into a law, It would provide
that when the property is assessed
the city shall ask the property own-
er how much he will sell his prop-
erty for to the city, provided the
city wants to buy. And if we
think he places the price low enough
we will say, “The city will buy.”
And if we think he places the price
too high, then we will say, “The
city does not want vour property at
that price.  And vou may pay taxes
on that value,”

Then the property owner will fix
A valuye that is honest, a value at
which he s both willing to sell or
pay taxes,  And that will help.

The Proletarian Woman's
Movement in Holland

A handbook recently issued by
the Social-Democratic’ labor party
of Holland gives a summary of the
growth of the working class wom-
an's movement in that country,

The first Socialist woman's or-
ramization in Holland wag formed
in 1886 in Amsterdam, the ‘second
in Rotterdam and others followed
in fairly rapid succession. The So-
cial-Democratic union granted re-
presentation to these organizations
and in 1887 the first woman dele-
gate appearcd at a party conven-
tion,

This
was recognized a5 a direct slap in
the face of the cntire labor press of
the country as well as against the
activity of the unions of the land.
