RESIGN POSITION

Rumor That If Break Occurs Be-
tween Vatican and Spanish Gov-
ernment He Wil Quit,

MADRID, July 7.—In case of a
break between the Vatican and the
Spanish government as the result of
the present dissension regarding the
revision of the concordat, Cardinal
Merry del Val, papal secretary of
state, It was anounced today, would
resign his position. The papal secre-
tary, his friends say, has the strong-
est national feeling and will not wish
to remain In a position where this
feeling will be.in a sonstant clash with
his official duties.

The debate over the religious ques-
tions at issue continues to be the all
absorbing topic In both houses of
parliament. While the clericals are
making the fight of their lives for the
dominance of the Qatholic church
in the government, there are increas-
ing evidences that Premier Canalejas
will win his fight against the invasion
of state soverelgnty by the church.

MADRID, July 7.—King Alfonso
today signed the bill, drawn up by
Premier Canalejas. forbidding further
religious orders to enter Spain until
the pending negotiations with the
Vatican for a revision of the concordat
are ended. The premier will present
the measure to the cortes tomorrow.

They as-
sert that the orders are monopolizing
many branches of industry and com-
merce. The Republican organizations
have pledged themselves to support
the government's religious program.

Trade Unions Leads to Anlagen-
isms l!_ the Reichsrath.

(Special Correspondence.)
By T. H. ROTHSTEIN.

LONDON, June 28.—It would be
useless to try and blink any longer at
the deplorable fact that our splendid
Social-Democracy in Austrig is pass-
ing through a momentous crists whigl
may easily lead to a split and ca
terrible setback to the wholé mo
ment. Our party in Austria was,
tainly, till now, the next best to
German in point of external powe:
discipline,
knowledge, and though {ts policy
might have frequently appeared to
some of us as excessively opportunist,
we knew that this was c due to
the special conditions . Austria,
where a feudal aristocracy has yet to
be overthrown and a bourgenisie as-
sisted in saddle.

Above all, we are all proud of |
clever and succesful solution of thM
thorny national question which
pla:ed such an enormous part in
dual monarchy as an chstacle to
ftical and party progress. Ind
our Austrian Comrades were the au-
thors of the solution of this question
on the basis ol cultural autonomy. and
gave in the form of their organization,
as a party, an object lesson of national-
International unity. Of late, however,
symptoms began to appear Indicating
that with the spread of the ficld ot the
party’'s activity, following upon its own
growth, anl the introduction of uni-
versal suffrage, that solution of the
national question will have to undergo
o severe test.

Separate Unions Formed.

As far back as 1897 our Czech Com-
rades, while still contlnuing to form
part of the cemmon Social-Democracy
of the empire oh an autonomous basia,
began to form aiso autonomous trade
unions with a tendency to separate or-
ganization and separate national man-
agement. The Idea did not find favor
with the Cemredes of  oth
all. the German--nagionslity.
true, they argued, that the sp
tional requirements of each compon-
ent part of the Austrian population
have to be met by a specia! national
political organization which then en-
ters on a federative basis the com-
mon Social-Democracy,

But the economic struggle is, in a}l
iIts essential featurcs, the same all over
the monarchy, whatever the hational-
ity of the worker or of the employer.
Consequently separate national trade
unions are unnecessary and even detri-
mental inasmuch as they tend to
obscure the predominant fact of the
class struggle and class antagonism
within the same nation, weaken the
resources of the proletariat, impair its
energy and quickness In taking de-
clgion and entering upon this or other
action, and so forth.

Notwithstanding these very reason
able arguments, the Czech Comrad
continued in their practice of build-
ing up not only in Bohemia, but in all
places where their nationals were
working, separate trade unions, Inde-
pendent of the general trade unions
(so-called centralized) of the same in-
dustry, and ultimately set up, as
against the hitherto existing general
central committee which managed all

unfons and act as the equal to the
former.

In 1905, in spite of the decision of
the general congress of Austrian trade
unions and the protest of other nation-
alities, the executive of the Czech Bo-
cial-Democracy sanctioned this ar-
rangement formally, with the result
that there are at present Iin Austria
for all important branches of indus-
try two independent trade union or-
ganizations, worked through a double
set of branches from two separate
centers. The Czech portion embraces
some 45.000, and the other some 415,~
000 men.

What has hitherto been the curse
of the bourgeols parties in Austria has
now afflicted the Austrian proletariat.
The other day, with -a view to the
Copenhagen congress, the International
Social-Democratic group in parliament
offered its good otfices to the two trade
union committees In order to bring
about a settlement of the split. The
centralist committee, led by Comrade
Hueber, gladly embraced the offer,
but the separatists, acting in conjunc-
tion with the Czech party executive.

SUGAR WEIGHERS Go 0UT
IN SUPPORT OF EMPLOYE

Thirty-five sugar weighers employed .1
the sugar house of the American Sugar
Refining Company, at the foot of Ken-
avenur, berween Routh 4th and South th
strets, Williamsburg, have walked ou!
because one of their fellow weighers wa.
discharged on Tuesday afternoon for the
alleged disobedience of an order of Juc
of the foremen.

After the weigher was discharged, a
committee of the men working on the
dock of the Havemeyer refinery went to
see Superintendent Fritz and asked that
the man be reinstated. Fritz told them
that he would not interfere with the feye-
man.

All the weighers wept out to the re-
finery Wednesday morning, together with
the discharged man, hoping that he would
be reinstated, but as he was not taken
back none of them went to work. When
seen at their strike headquarters, Graod
street and Kent avenue, the weighers said
they expect to get out the teamsters and
the sugar refiners on a sympathetic strike.

The walkput of the weighers practical-
Iy ties up the operation of the refinery,
as there are two large cargoes of sugar
from Java and Cuba to univad, and there
are also a lot of lighters from the South
Brooklyn store warehouses. The sugar
is constantly being piled up. The cus-
tom officials had' twe easy days, and iv-
stead of working and verilying the weigh-
ers they sat at their office on Wythe
avenue and South 4th street and com-
fortably indulged in cigars.

At the company’s office it was said yes
terday that they had obtained weighers
from the neighboring plants o do the
work of the strikers, and that the strike
would not affect the refinery.

“We asked them to join us in our
strike,” said a refinery worker. ""but they
stayed in the refinery and bave done all
kinds of work while the strike was on.
A strike is impossible, and the men at
the meeting next Sunday will certainly
turn dowa any motion to strike,” he con-
cluded. .

Stops Strvice in Twe Upstafe Bucket-
shops—Wall Street Believed lo Be
Bebtnd Goverameal's*‘Crusade.”

From time to t!me it has been free-
Iy talked in financial circles that the
government would be forced to prose-
cute the bucket shops in respopse to
the demands of Wall Street, which
wants the vucket shop patronage for

itself.

News came from Utica yesterday
that the Western Union Telegraph
Company has cut the wires running
into the stock brokerage oifices in
that city of Chunner & Mays and
linck & Co., both branches of Balti-
more concerns. This is regarded as
an attempt by the Western Union,
which Is at present under indictment
as 4 company on forty-two counts for
alleged violations of the anti-bucket
shop law, to oversee carefully stock
brokerage houses Into. which their
wires lead, and to weed out any wires
they may be doubtful about.

A representative of the company
was seen last night at the Western
Union offices. at 195 Broadway. He
would not deny that there was sig-
nificance In the severing of the Utlca
wires, but refused to state what that
significance was. It is supposed that
:he movement embraces the whole
country, but the Western Unlon offi-
clals, in view of the legal proceedings
against them. refused to say a word
about the matter.

The indictments against the com-
pany were returned on Junme 10 by
the grand jury of the District of Co-
lumbia, and Is the last move in the
war the Attorney General has been
waging for months against bucket
shops. In each of the (forty-twoy
counts in it the company was charged
with sending over Its wires New York
Stock Exchange quotations to a buck-
et shop in Washington, conducted by
Henry R. Duryea, the then corres-
pondent of the Standard Stock and
Grain Company of New Jersey.

Charges “Intent.”

This concern was ralded and shut
down April 7. The indictment charges
intent on the company's part to aid
that concern In the bucketing busi-
ness. -

Another move by the goverment was
a rald taking place on April 2. simul-
taneously throughout the country in
which the heads of 250 shops were ar-
rested and the Western Union wires
were cut. In this city E. 5. Begss &
Co., 47 Broadway, was closed, and in
Baltimore Willlam B. Price & Co. was
wiped out. These two concerns, with
the Cellas’ Btandard Stock and Grain
Company. of Jersey City, operated 250
bucketshops throughout the country.
Three weeks later Joseph F. Gatins,
sajd to be the “bank roll” man of
Willlam B. Price & Co., was arrested
front of his home at 71 Central
Park West.

The indictrhent against the Western
Union has been regarded as the gov-
ernment's really big move against
bucketshops. The government haa fig-
ured it out that the Western Union
has been clearing $5.000,000 a year in
furnishing these illegal shops with
service.

Moat of the diamonds in
the German South African mines are
small, averaging one-third of a ‘carat,
though stones of & carat are not rare
and stones of five to seventeen carats
have been found.

The German mines are on the sur-
face and diamonds can be mined from
50 cents to $2 a carat, while in the
deeper British ml the cost runs
from $4 to $5 a carat.

For
months past these diplomatic sleuths
have been convinced that some such
understanding has been reached.

The railroad agreement just signed
by both powers provides for the elim-
ination of competition between the
Russian and Japanese systems in Man-
churia. It is suspected this is but a
blind to deceive the other powera
Its reiteration of intention of the
countries to preserve the status quo
is regarded as no more than a think-
ing phrase which has been used re-
peatedly to distract attention from
the real underground working of the
two forelgn offices to secure a firm
grip on China's richest provimce.

A complete upheaval in the Far
Eastern diplomacy is looked for with-
in the next few months. It is ex-
pected that It will bring about a re-
alignment of the powers and proba-
bly shake the great British alllance
with Japan. Whatevér.the ostensible
purposs of Russian &nd Japanese
diplomacy. the Western world is prac-
tically convinced that the recent re-
| conciliation of the two former ene-
mies means & new phase of Oriental
politics. The “open door" is shut and
bolted in Manchuria and the gospel
of equal cpportunity has become ob-
solete.

The negative policy of Great Britain
is regarded as being the principal
cause of the change. The British
foreign office has sided with Russia
and Japan in recent negotiations, as
against the United States, Germany
and France, with the result that Brit-
Ish prestige In the Orient has steadily
decreased to the advantage of Russia
and Japan.

It is now expected that Great Britain
will make an attempt to retrieve It-
self by opposing the Russian and
Japanese schemes for the partition
of Manchuria.

Willismsburg Bridge Peddlers, in Courl,
Charge Republicans Got Best
Places Out of Shake-up.

Charging that members of an East
Side Republican c¢lub had usurped
city property under the Manhattan
end of the Williamsburg bridge, used
for the last six years by others as a
fish market, counsel for Henry Sorgen
and one hundred other peddiers, asked
the Appellate Division of the Supreme
Court yesterday to issue an injunction
restraining Controller Prendergast
from interfering with the plaintift
pending determination of the case in
the courts. The peddlers said they
had been forcibly ejected by orders of
the Controller from the stands they
had occupied so long, and had been
assigned to less desirable places, while
others had got their former stands.
Since the changes were made, said
Sorgen's lawyer, there had been
numerous arrests and conflicts be-
tween the deposed men and their suc-
cessors, and much trouble and con-
fusion would continue until the courts
decided -the case. Justices Ingraham,
Scott, Clarke, Laughlin and Miller re-
served decision on the appeal from the
order of Justice Glegerich of the lower
court, denying an {njunction.

The fish market was between Willett
and Pitt streets, and was designated
by the commissioners of health, street
cleaning and bridges.

Denies Controlier’s Authority.

“We contend that the place is not
a public market, but is under the man-
agement of the Bridge Commissioner.
and the Controller had no right to in-
terfere,” said Selden Bacon, represent-
ing the peddlers. “The Controller
ordered the stands changed, and one
peculiar feature of the change was
that the best stands were given to men
of a certain politidal party, and strange
as it may seem, though the change
was made by drawing lots, the old
standholders got the less desirable
places. My client, who has built up
a good trade and good will at stand
No. 49, was placed in the middle.”
“What right have the men to stay
there?" Justice Ingraham asked. “You
are on public land; you must show
some authority."”

“A citisen on public property can-
not be removed except by proper au-
thority, except in case of a nuisance
or breach of the peace, and we con-
tend the Controller did not have this
authority,” replled Bacon. "It is a
singular thing that under the Con-
troller's allotments certain favored
ones got the best places, and the oth-
ers, by grace of Providence, the less
desirable places.”

“We all assume that Providence acts
wisely at times,” remarked Justice
Scott.

“It was represented to the Con-
troller that a certain element was levy-
ing blackfnail on the peddlers by com-
pelling them to buy ice from certaln
dealers,” Dudley Field Malone told the
court, on behalf of the Controller and
the Corporation Counsel's office. “The
Controller, to break up favoritism and
this form of blackmalil, decided to hold
a lottery or drawing for the stands.
There is no question about the falr-
ness of this. It was no chance lottery,
and every dealer took part.”

“The strike of the shirtwaist mak- |
ers aroused strong public sympathy.|
It brought home to a multitude of
well-to-do women a realizing sense
of the conditiong under which thelr;
poorer sisters live and work. They,
also got a glimpse of the way in!
which the machinery of the couml
may be used to defeat the ends of
justice. In New York state, ‘peace-
ful picketing” is legal. The ladies
who helped the shirtwaist makers saw
scores of young girls, gullty of no
fegal offense, assailed and insuited by
ruffians who were paid by their em-
ployers to annoy them. They saw
the girlg.and not their assallants ar-
rested by the police. and sentenced
to punishment by the police court
judges, in deflance of the evidence.
It became perfectly clear that there
wWas a conspiracy between the employ-
ers, the police and the courts, against
the girls. hat conspiracy was de-
feated, but the conspirators have nev-
er been punished. |

“Most 'of the club women and eol-
lege women who helped the shirt-
‘walst girls had had ns conception
that such a misuse of the courts was
possible. It was their first lesson. In
common’ with the general public, they
had had a prejudice against labor
unions. They had heard a good deal
about violence on the part of union
labor. On this occasion they learned
by ecxperience something dbout the
violence and lawlessness of the ene-
mies of unton labor. They also found
out the hypocrisy of the talk about
‘the open shop.” That was the slo-
gan of the employers; yet the thing
that precipitated the shirtwalst strike
wasg tae act of an employes in dismls-
sing a number of his girls for join-
ing a unlon. The sort of open shop
that the large assoclations of employ-
ers want and are working to secure
is a shop open only to non-union la-
bor. The ideal of all the great cor-
porations is to have the employers
thoroughly organized and to keep
their employes unorganized. They
are working systematiclly and un-
scrupulously to prevent and crush out
organization among working women
and working men. It I3 !mportant
that the comfortable women should
know this.

They
will learn that the Sherman anti-trust
act, against conspiracies in restrain:
of trade, has proved utterly powerleas
against the trusts. Instead of bhelng
used to keep them from squeesing the
public, It is used by the courts to
heip them oppress their employes.
Now It Is to be used to Inflict ven-
geance on generous women who come
to the help of wotking girls.

“Moxt society women know nothing
about the cage of the Danbury hat-
tere. Now they will learn that, for
alleged injury to an employer's busi-
ness. by trying to boycott him, the
Hatters' Union wag sentenced to pay
an enormous sum, since the anti-
trust act provides for damages three
times the amount of the actuai loss
The Standard Oil Company cannot be
made to refund to the consumers
three times the amount of the extra
price it has been enabhled to clap on
kerosene ofl by ita unlawful combina-
tions, nor even be made to pay a fine
Neither can the beef trust. nor any
ct the other trusts, be brought to
book. Although blacklisting is nomi-
nally ilegal, it has proved practically
Impossible to prevent it With the aid
of able attorneys, secured by the long-
est purse, the machinery of the courts
Is gemerally manlpulated against the
interest of the public, and of the
workers.”

CENTRAL PARK PLAN

Theugh Mitchell Shows There Will Be
No Disfiguremesnt of (he Scenery.
Staver Backs Water.

r T r

The respectables and congervatives

are growing louder in their cries
against the proposal to make Central
Park pledsanter for the children of
what the ‘“‘upper” classes call the
“lower™” classes.

The very suggestion that (‘entral
Park exists for the whole people fills
the well-to-do classes with horror.
They look upon the park as belonging
by rights only to themselves.

It is all right, in their minds. to
mar the beauty of the park with
un expensive booze emporium like
the Casino. where a wealthy divorced
woman the other day used language
80 foul the policemen refused to re-
peat it on the stand; but when |t
comes to putting a wading pool in a
sequestered portion of the park, where
the children of the poor may enjoy
themselves, that is not to be thought
of.

It is now proposed that a committee
be YTormed to prevent this “desecra-
tion” of the park. This committee is
composed #} “high class" sculptor,
a college esident and five million-
aires.

Mayor Gaynor regardsg as of seri-
ous moment the proposals approved
last Friday by the Board of Esti-
mate and Apportionment looking to
the creation of a wading and swim-
ming pool and grounds for basket
ball and baseball in the park.

Mayor Examines Sites.

With Park Commissioner Stover
yesterday he spent an hour or more
looking over the site where it had
been atperted these things could
most suitably be installed. What
conclusion had been reached regard-
ings its avallability for that purpose
Commilssioner Stover would not say.

John Purroy Mitchel. president of
the Board of Aldermen, seemed to
feel yesterday that Charles B. Stover,
the park commissioner, was not justi-
fied in wavering from his first posi-
tion of co-operation in the project.

“I want {t clearly understood,” said
Mitchel, “that Stover, next to myself.
xa: the strongest partisan of the
plan; he not only acquiesced in It
but he advocated it and made many
of the suggestions which it embodies
in his recommendations before the
bcard. He was its ardent adherent.
and it does pot now seem to me right
thai he rhould now withdraw or even
hesitate,

“Now, as to the esthetic side of the
plan The talk about spolling the
bemuty of the park or ruining it by
cutting it up for playgrounds and
swimming pools is nonsense. Those
who criticise do nat know the facts
or they have been misinformed.

““The wading pool and the swim-
ming ponl. the two features of the
plan which have come in for thr
greatest amount of criticism nat anh
have a great usefulness, but have alse
been planned so that they will be
rather an added beauty to the park
than a blemish. As a matter of fact
neither will be In anvthing like plain
view, as both are surrounded by trees,
But ag much of them as can be seen
will be harmonious and attractive, as
the plans will show

For the Smaller Children.

““The wading pool has been planned
‘0 give the amaller children, hundred:
of whom are to be found on the North
Meadow, something to do besides alt
on the grass. Man)y people say, ‘Why.
the park Is one vast playground: look
at al] the persons who use It for rec-
reation today.' That is all very well
hut we are trying to provide some.
thing for those people to do when
they do use it. The class that can-
not afford to bring along !mplement:
of play is the one with which we are
especially concerned.

“It is all very well for those whe
can bring the!lr tennis nets and pu!
them up and play: others can hire
boats and row about the lakes. Sull
others. more well-tc-dn, can hire car-
riages and automobiles and be driven
adbout. Our concern is not with these
persons. but with thos¢ who can af-
ford to éo nothing, but come to the
park and use such facilities for play
as are found there.

For Poor Mothers,

““The nursery house and milk depot
which are part of the plan, are based
on this same idea, to give the poor
mothers and little ones some added
comfort and benefit when they come
to the park.

“The swimming pool will be set on
a high knoll in a clump of trees
Even if it were in plain sight it would
be a vast improvement on the place
it is to occupy. The design is ar-
tistic, with its flanking pergolas and
well planned approaches, and the
most sensitive could hardly fail to
prefer it to the stable yard, the refuse
heap, and the row of dump carts
which now mark the spot.

“No lawns are to be Invaded by
the new plan, no open spaces done
away with, no beauty destroyed. The
things that are to be built are well
worth looking at, as may be seen by
econsulting the architect's ‘plans, and
as for the additional games and fadlll-
ties for them. the bowling green, the
eroquet flelds, and the tennis courts,
they chn surely.arouse no opposition.

It i3 emphasized in the; plan that
there is to be no dangerous ball fleld,
and I can assure you that the glimpse

Mrs. Sophia Williams, thirty-three
years old, was found dead in the back
yard of her home. 283 East 13ith
street. early yesterday morning. ap-
parently having fallen from a win-
dow on the second floor. The police,
however, incline to the opinion that
the woman might have been pushed
from the window, and with a view

to clearing up & number of mysterious

circumstances which lead suspicion
In’that direction have begun an In-
\estigation.

Three men have been arrested and
arc being held at the Alexander ave-
nue police station pending the out-
come of the investigation.

‘The body was found by Patrolman
Young. It was lying face downward
in the grass and apperently had been
there fir gome hours. Young lost no
time summoning Dr. Paulson, of the
Linceln Hospital, but the physician
suld that the woman had been dead
for some time when he arrived. The
tody was removed to an undertaking
establishment, while the police began
qrestioning occupants of the bullding
in an effort to settle upon the nature
of the accident.

In the kitchen of the Williams apart-
nicnts they found the furniture gen-
erally upset and the tondition of the
entire suite indicated that a violemt
siruggle had taken place there during
tne night. Thig led them to the con-
clusion that the dead woman had been
a participant in the affray, and that
she had either been purposely pushed
over the window ledge or had inad-
vertently fallen over while trying to
free herself trom the clutch of some
assailant. They accordingly. after an
investigation. arrested three men who
lived in the building and took them
to the police station to await the out-
come of the investigation.

Mayor Gaynor has askéd the mem-
bers of the Board of Education wheth-
er they desire to retaln as thelr as-
goclate James P. Holland, who was
reported recently as having sald that
2 squealer was worse than the man
w~ho takes the money. Hollund's re-
mark was investigated by the commlis-
sioner of accounts, at the Mayor's di-
rection. and as he did not deny the
statement attributed to him, the
Mayor decided that he would ask the
school commissioners If they approved
of “such a code nf morals as thia."

While the
sommissioner denied the phraseclogy
ymployed In the amdavit, he admitted
ihat the temtr ‘of his remarks had
meen correctly conveyed.

“Did vou ever say that a squealer
's worse thap the man that takes the
money, or words to that effest?”

“1 believe I @id.”" he replied. “And

Those who patronize the vessels believe they can do no bet-
ter. They have not the money to go to places where great crowds
do not resort, and they submit to being herded and to being fleeced
for the meanest sort of a return.

.. If you want a striking contrast compare one of these vessels
on a torrid Saturday or Sunday with Mr. Morgan's Corsair, for in-
stance, or with any other private yacht—and there are hundreds of
splendid ones around New York.

¢, If you want a striking contrast of the different ways in which
‘government authorities take their duties, recall the hysterical solici-
tude shown when Mr. Astor’s yacht was out of communication for
a few days with the manner in which these same authorities view
the inspection of the vessels used by poor people. The possiblc fate
of Mr. Astor was a matter of much greater concern than the pos-
sible fate of nine hundred or a thousand persons of standing similar
to those consumed in the burning of the Slocum.

Upon these innocent documents, ab-
stracted from the mail, is based the
trumped up charge of “anarchy”
against Vasilieff.

Says the Star: “While Vasilleft's
actions since arrival here have been
anarchistic (sic!), there is notihing in
the letters received to prove him an
anarchist, unless through the infer-
ence that he must be an anarchist if
his correspondents are anarchists.
But letters or no letters, Vasilieff is
a dangerous man, and perhaps crazy,”
