It will be recalleg that on April 20
The ('all printed a special dispatch
from Washington in which it was an-
nounced that certain European powers
were about to execute a naval dem-
onstration off the coust of Mexico in
order to compel the Taft administra-
tlop to 'intervene,

At that time it was supposed that
England, France and Germany would
spring this sensation in order to ex-
cite the American peopic to a pitch
which woulg permit the United States
to underiake the invasion.

“Ay long as we lhiave the preosent
Constitution. it is practically lmpos-
sible to pass goog laws, The present
Constitution Ix so much out of toueh
with modern conditions that the Su-
preme Court, the final arbiter on all
constitutional matters, must neces-
sarily rule any law suited to modern
conditions  to be unconstitutional.
There ix a very queer condition of
things.  Morcover, there I8 nol an-
other country in the world that has a
constitution like ours.. There is not
mnother country in the world where
a Supreme Court has the power to
say what is law and what is not.

“As & matter of fact in this coun-
try, the real power In legisiation is
the fupreme Court. No matter whiat
Jaw is passed our Supreme Court hax
the right to tell the people: “What
vou say In this law you do not mean
You mean just the opposite, and that
is the law.’

| The McNamara Cuse.

My third bill came unexpectedly.
Ahout two weeks ago the newspapers
teld us that a private detective agency
|Iusd succeaded in locating the perpe-

That is the reason why 1 have intro-
duced my resolution usking for an
investigation to ascertain whether or
not these constitutional guarantces
had been violated.

A= 1 have remarked
hefore, we have ontgrown the old
Constitution, This country has srown
to be a nation of 90,000,000 people.
This world has grown to be more demn-~
ocratic than it was 130 years ago, and
we have surely outgrown the upper
House, Even at the time when our
Constitution was framed, of the thir-
teen Colonics, only three had an upper
chamber. Our Senste was put there
by Alexander Hamilton, in imitation
of the English House of Lords. Like
the English House of Letds, our Sen-
ate was to represent wealth and vest-
ed interests. Now the English seem
to have grown tired of their House of
Lords and are trying to abolish it, or
rather, according to the English cus-
tom, to take away its powers, We
followed the example of England 130
ye&ry ago Iwnbuallnz our House
of Lords. not also féllow the

was ever put up for the existence of
the Senate is that the Senste is Deed-
ed as a check against hasty legisla~
tion.

STATE INSURANCE
FOR BRITISH TOILERS

Lloyd George Submits His

Plan for Sickness and
Unemployment,
LONDON, May d4.—Da\id Llo:ld

Glcorte reappeared in the House of
Commeons today, being present for the
first time since his physical break-
down. . He introduced the long-prom-
Ised plan of State insurance ‘against
unemployment, sickness, and inval-
idity.

The Chancellor divided his prop-
osition into -two parts, one dealing
with sickness and the other with un-
employment. By the provisions of
the measure, every worker whose an-

nual eurnings fall below the income
tax level of (160 (approximately
$800) will be compulsorily insured

against illness, so as to assure him
the receipt of 5 shillings ($1.20) per
weck during hig incapacity. Toward
this the worker would’' contribute
about onc-half, the same being de-
ducted from his wages, while the bal-
ance woulq be paid jointly by his em-
ployers and the State,

Weekly Assessments.

The weekly assessment against the
insured would be 8 cents in the case
of & man and 6 cents for & woman;

Provision is made wherels
women will receive 30 shillings in ma-
ternity curxcs, on condition that they
do not work for a month following
childbirth; and for free medical

The Htate would also help in the
crusade Aagainst  consumption. pro-
viding $7.500.000 to aig local authori-
ties In  bullding sanitariums and
$5,000,000 toward their maintenance:

Although in cases of permanent
disability the sick allonance would be
5 shilllngs weekly, ‘10 shillings would
he allowed for the firat three months
in the case of men and shillings
6 pence in the case of women, Those
who can be shown o have invited
incapaceity would receive no insurance,
though any necessary medical treat-
ment would he provided.

The Charcellor concliided that the
total amount ta be raised for the dual
plan of insurance and the tuberculosis
campalgn would he 3122,300,000, of
which amount the State would con-
tribute £12,500,000 in the first year.
By the fourth Yeur the State’'s con-
tribution “nul‘h be almost $27,500,000.

migery In myriads of homes would
have bren taken.
