“POSTOFFICE NOW
PAYS FOR ITSELF"

Without Increasing Rates on
the Muckracking Maza-
zines as Threatened,

WASHINGTON, May 28.—The Post-
office- Deffartment for the first time dn
nearly thirty years is self-supporting.

Postmaster General Hitchcock an-
nounced tonight that the department
is now able to meet its entjre ex-
penses without aid from the federal
treasury and has accordingly returnea
to the Secretary of the Treasury 3$3,-
000,000, which was set aside from the
Public fundy to defray the expenses
of the postal service in the current
fiscal vear.

Not' only is the service now wself-
sustaining, but there is at present ac-
cording to the Postmaster General's
announcement a pestal surplug ol
more than $1,000,000. The Postmas-
ter Genera] expects that thig surplus
will be greater for the entire year
unless extraordinary expenses occur

within two years is regardéd by Presi.
dent Taft as one of the most satis-
factory saccomplishments of his ad-
ministration. When the administra-
tion entered upon its life it inherited
a deficit of more than $17,500,000, the
largest in the history of the postal
service.

The Postmaster General contends
that ‘the big deficit . has been weeded
out, not by curtailing postdl facllities,
as some of his critics have contended,
but by Introducing business methods
in the department, and extending the
service along profitable lines. The
rﬂ'«m‘n of Increase in expenditures
n the current year has been some-
what compared with the averige an-
nual increase in the last decade. At
the same time the Increase in reventie
has falien considerably below the nor-
mal record,

PARAGUAY.

On February 17 Colonel Jara
forced President Condra to reésign and
got himself appointed President by u
number of his military ang civil allies.
The ‘“representatives” of the people
opposed no resistance. A revolution-
ary counter-movement began, how-
ever, under the leadership of that
convinced democrat Riquelmes, one o
Jara's former Ministerial colleagues.
Jara declared he would rather kill
half Paraguay than resign, and did
ceverything to carry out hig threat. In
the north a struggle took place in
which hundreds fell on both sides.
Goiburn, Jara’s Minister of War, had
the prisoners shot or mutlilated, On
March 18 the decisive struggle took
place, in .which Jarp and Riquelmes
both commanded in person. Ja
troops were agaln successful,
though many perished in the marshes,
The revolutionists were forced to flee,
and many - were  killed during their
flight. : The prisoners were again shot
and mutilated. Riqueimes, who was
taken prisoner, was shot from be-
hind at Jara's command, The corpse
was strippedq and abandoned. When
Riquelmes’ friends went to look for
his body it wag not to be found.

Also lhe Minister Baex, who had
formerly roud despotiam, now
proved Mmu f unworthy of the con-
fidence Which had been -placed in him,
and became - one of Jara's worst abet-
tors. He spread abroad the lie that
Riguelmes had escaped to Brax
territory.

The Socialist movement can, of
course, play no role under su¢h bar-
barous conditions, aithough the posi-
tiop is now ripe for it. Almost the
whole population ig without property,
the land for the most part wasted on
forelgn speculators, The .attempts
made by Rafael Barrett, a European
immigrant, and Julian Bouvier, to
spread SBoclalist ideas in the town of
Ascension were soon choked. A pro-
test from International Soclallsm is
expected in South America against
the sanguinary regime in Paraguay.

SPAIN,

In thirty-two of the forty-nine De-
partments of Epain demonstrations
have been held to protest against tha
campaign in Morocco. Almost every-
where the Soclalists and trade unions
took part in these demonstrations.
The Republican Deputy Alvares,
jronounced a very vigorous discourse.
from which we give the following ex-
tracts:

“Demonst-ations such as this are
the best prcof that the country de-

sires to live the iife of democracy, and |

does not wish to take {nto account any
sovergiznty except that of the people.
Before the majesty of this sovereizgn-
ty of the peaple all the powers must
bow, from the King to the army. If
the King wished to make. his interest
and his will prevail ove:r the Interest
and the will of the people, the King
would be a usurper and would jus-
tify an insarrection.

“If one bellcved the army to have
acy such intention, the army would
bring upon itsclf the hatred of all
citizens. . We wish the gov-
errment to undetstangd that the coun-
try desires peace. No wars of con-
queat. No adventurous and belicose
policy, which would ruin the public
ireasury and might let loose sanguin-
ary struggles in Spain.

‘Lot them not decelve the country,
They canot go to war.
