INSURKNCE MEASURE
NDS TRADE UNONS

Lloyd Georée Scheme In-
duces Many Unattached
Unions to Affiliate.

(By United Press.)
LONDON, July 30.—The industrial

insurance bill, which has been intro-
duced in the House of Commons, has
had an effect upon the political situa-
tion in Great Britain which was not
foreseen by the author of the scheme,
Chancellor of the Exchequer Lloyd
George.
It has been the means of urging
hundreds of isolated labor unions into
the National Federation and into the
Labor party at a time when organ-
ized labor is preparing to fight for
its existence as a factor in politics.
It will be recalled that the law

lords of the House of Lords more
than a year ago affirmed what |is
known as the Osborne judgment,
which made it illegal for labor unions
to levy political assessments upon
their members without their consent.
Prior to this judgment the majority
rule had prevailed. It was recog-
nized that, unless the judgment could
be reversed, it would be impossible
for the unions to send representatives
to Parliament.

Lloyd George's insurance bill pro-
vides that unions may furnish rthe
machinery for collecting premiums
wnd paying out, provided they have
a membership of not less than
10.000.

There are hundreds of unions in
Great Britain which have never afil-
jated with the Natlonal Federation,
or even with other unions In the
same crafts. The men employed in
the electro-plating industry, for ex-
ample, are split up into a dozen or-
ganizations, all more or less hostile
to one another. The total number of

in excess of the requisite 10,000,

As all the unions are anxlous to
handle the insurance money, they are
affiliating as rapidly as possible and
so adding enormously to the total po-
litical strength of organized labor.

The government has a trades union
bill which |s a partial reversal of
the Osborne judgment and, though
the labor leaders are not fully satis-
fled with its provisions, they have al-
lowed it to pass its first and second
readings without a contest on the un-
derstanding that it will be open to
amendment on fits third and final
reading. The bill will come up for
final passage as soon as the Parlia-
ment bill has become a law.

Thig will be the real test of the
Liberal party's “friendship” for their
alljes In the coalition, the Laborits.
If the government resists alteration
of the bill the Labor party will prompt-
ly introduce a biil of its own, a short,
easily understood measure which de-
mands simply that labor unions shall
be their own masters in politics, and
that they may levy political assess-
ments on all members if guch be the
will of the majority.

Anglo-Sexon Towns Are
Worst Ever---Takes
Fling at St. Louis.

LONDON, July 30.—"No Anglo-
Saxon city is seen to advantage on
Sunday.” writes Wiillam Archer, the
.dramatic critic, traveler and: all-
round author, in the London Morn-
ing Leader; "a few Anglo-Saxon cities
are seen to advantage immediately
after New York. Let these things be
borne in. mind if 1 seem to disparage
St. Louis, Mo.

“In 8St. Louis it was my fate to
spend Easter Sunday, and regretfully
but firmly, I pronounce it the least
attractive of all the great cities In
the United States. Itg situation is un-
distinguished, its planning is ruth-
lessly triangular, its public buildings
are mean. Even the Mississippi some-
how contrives to be unimpressive. It
is a wide river, no doubt, but you have
to reason with yourself before you
can admit that it is wider than the
Thames at Charing Cross,

“Looking back from the Eads
Bridge, at the business center of the
city, you see that it contains a fair
number of tall bufldings—perhaps
from fifteen to twenty stories high.
But they have neither the soaring
audacity of the New York skyscrapers
nor the fortress-like grandeur of those
of Chicago. They are featureless
bijocks—nothing more. Over them
there rests in the soft, muggy air, a
pall of smoke that reminds one of
Pittsburg, but of the lurid ple-
turesqueness, the infernal majesty of
Pittsburg there is no trace,

“From a sociological point of view,
however, St. Louis ig far from unin-
teresting. It may be called the Phila-
delphia of the Middle West, a gigantic
symbol and symptom of middle class
prosperity. Of intellectual or artistic
ambitions it shows scarcely a trace,
but its dry goods stores will compare
withy-any-in wipld. Evidently. .the
Selfridges of St. Louls cater to an
gnormous clasg™\of people who have
plenty of money' to spend. The local
millionaires, no doubdbt, do their shop-
ping in New York. It is middle class
prosperity that shouts at us on evory
hand—an unidea’d smugness of com-
fort that seems somehow to blend op-
pressively with the mugginesg of the
aje.”

It is not generally known that the
War Departmant permits hundreds of
soldiers annually to purchase their
release from the army before their
enlistment terms have expired. So
numerous are the applicationg for this
relief that a regular scale of prices,
depending upon the length of serv-
ice, hag been drawn up. This is al-
lowed only in time of peace, however.
In case of war, all applications for
discharge would be refused.

No applications for discharge by
purchase are entertalned unless the
applicant has served at lsast one
year in the army. The price of dis-
charge after one year's service is $120.
The figure then decreases with each
yvear of service, as follows: Two
years, $100; three years, 3$90; four
years, $85; five years, $80; six years,
$65; seven years, $60; elght years,
$55; nine years, $40; ten years, 335,
and after eleven years, $30. Thirty
dollars is the minimum.

Soldiers buying their freedom f{rom
the army must sacrifice any and all
travel allowances due on discharge.
In cases where it ig shown that the
soldier has relatives or others de-
pendent upon him, that he has made
contributions to their support from
his pay, and that these are insuffi-
clent for their maintenance, the pur-
chuve price may be remitted. Many
cases of this sort are encountered, es-
peclally where a soldler has entered
the army without any one dependent
upon him, and subsequently, through
deaths or otherwise, he b the
only source of support of relatives,

ment to grant discharges by purchase
when there is any special reason In
the case to the contrary, or when

COUNCIL FOR DRESS
TRADES  ORGANIZED

For 8 Hour Day, and Pay-
ment by Week Instead
of Piece.

A meeting, called by the Journey-
men Tailors’ Union No. 390, J. T. U,
of A., for the purpose of organizing a
dress trades council. on lines similar
to the Allied Printing and Bullding
Trades councils, was held at the head-
quarters of the Journeymen Tallors,
106 West 31st street, Saturday night.

8. Pascale called the meeting to or-
der, and expressed the hope that the
council would bring the clothing and
dress trades in closer relations, and,
by creating a body to adjust contro-
versies of jurisdiction, would meet a
long felt want which has been dis-
cussed for many years.

The objects of the proposed dress
trades council are:

“To organize & central body of all
the trades of Greater New York and
vicinity, which are engaged In the
manufacture or sale of goods for dress
or adornment of any kind; to adjust

all jurisdiction disputes among the
unions of these trades; to strive in

shop conditions, for absolute protec-
tion to health, life and limb, for pay
by the week instead of the plece,
and for a uniform workday of not
more than eight hours throughout the

controversies, and to assume the lead-
ership in controversies where the com-
mon interest ig invelved; to co-oper-
ate with the American Federation of
Labor and its afMliated bodies: to en-
courage the organization of all unor-
ganizeq workers in the dress trades;
to promote the union label movement
and the labor press, and to take any
action which may promote the gen-
eral welfare of the working class.”

COraft Unionism Modified.

Alexander Schlesinger, secretary of
the Committee on Organization, made
the following address:

“With the development of industry
has come a change and partial disap-
pearance or remolding of the old eraft
lines on which the American Federa-
tion of Labor was organised more than
thirty years ago, ang has worked suc-
cessfully ever since.

“The American Federation of Labor
has already brought several related
trades into harmonious co-operation
by forming trades departments, De-
partment charters were lasued to the
Union Label Trades Department and
Rallroad Employes' Department in
11909, Bullding Trades Department
and Metal Trades Department in 1910,
and the Miners' Department within
the last year.

“The Union Label Trades Depart-
ment, in its conception, is an educa-
tional organization for teaching the
working people the way of spending
their wages and using their purchas-
ing power intelligently. Each of the
four other departments is a national
or international joint council of re-
lated trades formed on industrial lines
in order to increase the power of
earning wages.

“In New York City we have local
trades councily of the printing and
binding trades. For several yoears ef-
forts have been made to organise the
unions of the bakers, butchers, brew-
ers, grocers and all workmen produe-
ing or handling tood Into a Culinary
Trades Council. Recently, the Sea-
men's, Longshoremen’'s, Harbor Boat-
men's, Marine Cooks’, Stewards'.
Walters’, Produce Shipping Team-
sters’ and Dock Bullders' unions have
organized the Greater New York
Waterfront Federation, comprising s
membership of 160,000.

We were successful In most instances,
but often it was difficult to find Com-
rades to write leaflets, and right here
I want to extend my thanks to those
who assisted me in this task of get-
ting propagenda literature.

In this connection I want to say
that our Comrades are not doinz
enough of this form of agitation.

There has been a decided change in styles of robbers from the
days when the “solitary horseman, mounted on a magnificent coai-
black charger,” suddenly appeared out of the gloom and robbed the
stage coach, or the belated traveler, or the wayside inn. There has
been a change, too, from the alkali stained desperado of the West,
who let daylight through his victims, and took from them whatever
portable property he desired. The gentleman burglar, furthermore,
was but a transitory style. '

Always the idea was the getaway, whether it was on the magnifi-
cent coal-black charger, the panting mustang, or through the hypnotic
medium of the overawing high hat.

Within a week we have had two new and delightful forms of
getaway. Several brutal and bungling thieves slid along in a taxicab,
stopped at a jewelry store, murdered a clerk and fled, safely, with a
few hundred dollars’ worth of loot.

- Again, robbers entered the postoffice at Ardsley-on-the-Hudson.
blew open the safe, but before they grabbed any one and two cent
stamps they were detected and had to scurry off. They did so in a
fast motor boat.
. Both these robberies resulted in the destruction of a few hun-
dred dollars’ worth of property, the grabbing of a few hundred dol-
Jars and the death of a human being.
‘Without, a doubt the men in the motor boat would have musr-
dered if they were cornered, for in rushing to their boat they ex-
changed shots with their pursuers. The safe they sought to rob had,
at the utmost, only a few hundred dollars in it. Yet they were willing
to take human life to get that small amount.
""  Such robbery is a pathetically wasteful, murderous business. It
brings swift punishment and gives scant returns.

Regularly some thief, old at forty or fifty years, comes before a
judge and begs to be sent away. He has passed a third or a half of
his life behind the bars, and in return has been able to filch from his
fellow men a miserable few hundred dollars. His means of getaway
have been bad, whether they consisted of a motor car, a motor, boat,
or a silk hat.

This is not a moral dissertation on the futility of dishonesty.

. Beyand the personal holdup there is something else. Such a holdup
is always dangerous and always has ome sad ending. But there is
‘dnother means of acquiring wealth in which no risk is run. On the

contrary, it is highly commended and those who practice it are held
in the greatest esteem,

As you read the results of various legislative investigations you
cannot but be struck by the indurated consciences possessed by kings
of finance. They will precl;luto a panic, wreck a rival concern, or
plunge a nation into war. They can do it safsly, for their means of
getting away are perfect. :

Instead of personally running the risk of rushing in and seizin
the goods, they can send an army. Far away from all chances o
dlnq;r they direct operations and collect the spoils.

THE CRUISE OF THE SNARK. By
Jack Londen. New York: The
Macmillan Company. 12mo, 340
pages. Price, $3.

This book of travels, as it Is
called, is even more entertaining than
London's novels, and for the reason
that it has in it more of humor, much
more, indeed, that causes laughter.
The first part of it in which the
bullding of the Snark is described, Is
decidedly comical, almost side-split-
ting. Of course, the comic is exag-
gerated, extravagant of the ludicrous,
plied mountain-high with impossible
situations; but what is the comic but
just these impossibllites and exaggera-
tions? While we are quite certaln as
we rTeag that the lijeral facts have
been overtopped by the genss of the
comical, not the lé&s do we enjoy the
story, and for the very reason of its
absurdity.

London's humor does not hold out
to shine with the same brilliancy
throughout the book; but it is every-
where entertaining, - amusing, allve
with comic elements, and & joy to
read. It is not an especially inform-
ing book, will give little knowledge
of countries and peoples; but it ‘was
not written with such a purpose. It
aims to prove that a group of young-
sters can get a small boat bulit which
they can navigate from San Francisco
across the Pacific, with visits at many
of the islands from Hawall to Aus-
traltu.
