J.. has béen very much intemsified as
a result of the importatioa into the
city of scabs from the South to take
the places of the strik‘'ng members of
the Independent Diggers and lalor-
srs’ U'nlon, The »'rikers are thor-
oughly arnused over this move of the
contractors and in speaking of It
Delegates Horace Mazurea andy
Mathew Duca said last night: “Whut
measures of protection ave we as tax-
pavers aad citiztens getting when men
who do not belong here are brought
to replace us for starvation wages on
citvy work?” We know that they are
not employed directly by the city, but
it Is city work just the same Wa
pay the taxes, help to maintain the
police force and the very policemen
whose salaries we help to pay do
evervthing they can (o break onr
sirike.”’

CUBAN SITUATION
15 HANGING FIRE

U. S. Marines Ready for
‘‘Police Duty'' Unless
Row Is Settled.

WASHINGTON, May 28.—With the
stage all set for the United States to
|step into Cuba to “perform police
lduu." the situation tonight in so far
as Washiagton is concerned, hangs
upon the intentions of the leaders of
the negro revoll in the island re-
public.

Seven hundred and fifty marines
arriveda at Guantanamo Bay on the

hitch. Yet so far as the Navy De-
partment is informed tonight not a
single bluejacket or marine has yet
,set foot on Cuban soil—the Guantan-
amo Bay naval station belag con-
structively American tergitory.

Furthermore, no orders have been
sent any officer of the navy or ma-
rine corps Lo send any men into Cu-
ban. territory aor is such an order
under consideration at the moment.
Neither have orders been (ssued or
taken under consideration for the dis-
patch of the Atlantic fleet to Key
West within a week. Reports to this
effect circulated here this afternoon
were most emphatically deated by all
officials at the Navy Department.

The Pact is that the Cuban situation
has come to a standstill so far as the
United States Government is con-
cerned. Advicea from Cuba state that
the government troops do not seem to
be seeking out the negroes to disperse
them, while the aegroes are assidu-.
dusly avolding encounter with Presi-
dent Gomes's troops.

There is, however, a good deal of
pillaging being indulged in by the ne-
groes.

If
they had lived before 1860, they would
have contended that slavery wag a di-
vine imstitution. Every good institu-
tion in thig civilizsation is co-operative
or socialistic. To operate or carry on
any enterprise collectively or co-oper-
atively is to do it soctalistically. There
are but two methods or systemsg of in-
dustrialism and government. One I8
known as “Industrialism,” and In-
cludes monarchy, theocracy, plutoc-
racy—the right of the few to govern
and exploit the many. The other is
“Collectivism,” which includes co-op-
eration, democracy and soclalism, or
government of the people, by the péo-
ple themselves.

They further advocate the estab-
lishment of an Industria] and political
democracy in which the majority shall
rule. There will be courts mnd jalls
and penalities for violatory of law, and
teachers, and leaders, and men in au-
thority, in the Soclalist government,
but that government will be a democ-
racy in which the people, acting by
majorities through direct legisiation,
or the initiative, referendum and re-
call, wil} be their own masters—their
own employery—their own bosses,

Let us be done with the untrue, the
often refuted, and shallow objection
that Bocialism proposes some Vision-
ary. unattainable condition of soclety.
