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Nothing good is sacred in the cxpitalist
system. Last-of all human life. Asbe-
tweén a poverty-stricken human and a
vagabond dog the latter fares fur the bet-
ter. He may be dispxtehed with a bullet
while his master bas to run the gauntlet
of hunger, cold and shame, suffering bim-
self to be tortured, mangled and fipally
slain by the slow pnd refiped process of
what is called Christidn civilization, com-
pared with which the crucl practicesof
cannibals seem as ministerings of mercy.

The poet Gray says:

*Beasts kill for hunger, men for pay,

But is not man to man a prey "'

Such reflections are suggested by two
dispatches which T have clip-
ped from the daily papers.
The first is as follows:

“New York, March 11L.—In
order to pursue certain scien-
tific research E. E. Smith
advertised for men willing to
sell part of their blood for
+#5. He has been overwhelmed
with responses. One appli-
cation came from the Wal-
dorf-Astoria  and  another
came from the Morton House.
Several were from men of ed-

stanees. The great mass of |
the offers to sell came from -
men out of work. Dr. Smith
says a healthy man might
spare a pint of blood, though
he would not take so large a
quantity. Some of, the ap-
plicants, however, were ema-
ciated, half starved and un-
able tospareadrop of blood.”
And here is the next:
““Indianapolis, March 10.—
Adjutant General Ward: said
today that the Indiana Na-
tional Guard will be equipped before
the annual camp of instruction with the
new Krag-Jorgensen rifle, as provided for
in the militia bill enacted at the recent
session of congress. The requisition has
been made and he expects they will be
shipped within a short time by the ordi-
nance branch of the war department.
“The guard will also be sppplied with
the recently devised riot cartridge, which
the war department is preparing to give

cout. This new form of amunition makes

the armed soldier twice as powerful as be-
fore.

“@General Ward said the range of the
Krag-Jorgeusen, with the regulation car-
tridge is three miles, and, therefore, itis
not fit for quelling riots, inasmuch as peo-
ple two or three miles away might be
killed. The limit of the range of the old
style Springfield rifle, with which the
guard is now equipped, is less than one

““The riot cartridge is like the regulation
Krag-Jorgensen in size. But instead of
being provided with the ordinary steel
jacketed bullet, long and far in flight, it
hus two bullets something like buckshot.”

There is a world of pathos in these two
pictures. Also an eternity of deep dam-
nation, .

Think of a shriveled wretch driven to sell
the life-blood which has already withered
in his veins ! See him as he reels, faint

from hunger, toward the proletarian blood
market, to offer she last ruddy drops for u
erust to keep starvation from his child.
Note the mute appeal, catch the sigh of

despair, hear the agonizing ecry as this
bloodless soul is pushed aside in the scien-
tific shambles to make room for his young
er brother who still bas the red current
in his veins. :

The subject is too grewsome for reflec-
tion—too abhorrent for comment, Theeye
grows dim, the brain numb and the heart
weary. s e

Every decent human nmst blush for his
species. -

All the sadder that this proletaire sup-
ported with vote and musket and other-
wise the capitalist system that drains the

lastdropof hislife current and then dumps’

his corpse, via the morgue, into the pot-
tersfield. .

The second dispatch is the first echo of
the army reorganization law enacted by the
Inst congress under the inspiration of Pres-
ident Rossevelt of the United States and
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen.

The law is one of the president’s favorite -

measures und was enncted for the'speciul
benefit of the working cluss, L-spéc!ully
those orgunized in unious who will now
recognize the wisdom ‘of huving made the
president of the United States s union man
and presenting him with a card of mem-
bership solarge and costly that it had to
be hauled to the White House on adray
under guard.

The ordinary Krag-Jorgensen curtridge
will not do for quelling riots. 1t is en-
tirely too slow, as it only kills working-
men one st a time, whereas the riot car-
tridge will wipe them out in job lotsto the
tecror and dismay of the luwless strikers
and the delight and anplause of the patri-
otic plutoerats

Trades unionists are to be congratulated
upon this great achievewent, the fruit of
their anti-political policy, of which they
will be the sole beneficiaries. The state
wilitia, thanks to the Republicun und
Dewocrntic members of the late congress
and President Roosevelt of the Brother
hood of Locomotive Firemen, is now in
the hip-pocket of the capitalist class, load-
ed with riot cartridges with the union label
on them und ready at the word of com-
mand to furnish coroners and medical col-~
leges with union corpses.

Every, trade unionist who voted the Re-
publican and Democratic ticket is entitled
10 his share of credit for this beneficent
law. Heis getting, or will get—perhaps
in the neck—what he voted for. There
will be n6 disappointment for the “pure
and simple” trade-unionist, Only the So-
cialist'will have the right to object to the
diet of riot cartridges.

Live trade-unionists know thatthe army
was ‘‘reorganized,” that the state militia
was converted into a ‘Standing army and
that it has been equipped with riot guans
and riot cartridges purely to overawe
strikers and crush oryanized labor in the
interest of the capitalist class; thev also
know that the Republicun and Democrat-
ic politicians in congress, who ure supposed
to represent the people, hcted as onein
gonstructing this military machioe to tap
the veins of union labor and spill proleta-
rian blood enough to reduce the working

class to the level of servile submission to
their masters, o

The most shocking murders were com-

_mitted in West Virginia only a few days

#go. Miners were killed in their homes
at the dead hour of night by armed nssas-
sins in the name of law und order.

Every trade-unionist who supports the
Republican and Democratic party is mor-
rully responsible for this und kiudred
crimes.

These are the parties that support the
capitalist system and this is the syatem
that thrivesin the rohbery, the misory and
the murder of workingmen. :

This system must overthrown and
workingmen set  free—and  Socialism
will do it.

Second to the Russinns are the French
pligrims,. who cowe fu dnrge bodies,
They enter the [oly City an fout,
walking in procession, carrying ban
ners and erucitixes and singing IFreneh
and Latin hymns  Their Hrst act on
arriving In Jerusulews % to maieh 1o
the Chureh of the Holy Sepuleher und
halit a sdrvice there,

-The Chureh of the [loly Sepulcher,
or the Cathedral of Pylestine, stands
on the renulins of the heautiful bhasil-
$ca hullt by order of St Helenn in 333
A, D. over the supposed site of the
tomh of Jesus Christ.  In this spot the
great quecn I8 sald 1o have discoveresd
the eross of onr Lord ay well ax those
of the two thieves . Within this build
ing the various seets of Christinns -
Lating, Greeks, Armeninns, Copts and
Syrmns—ench possess o clhapel or 5o
altiar where they hold theic special
services. "T'he chapels over spots of
sacred fnferest belong to thems all in
common. These are the clitpels of
the Parting of Vestments, the Crown
of Tharus und the Stone or Unction
the greatest traditional
fterest are Calvary owml ‘the Chapel
of the Tomb ‘The C hapel of Cal
vary. the seenc of sacred tragedf.
exhibits thrée hotes 1 the ground
where the crosses are suid to have
stood  The Chapel of the Tomb, which
stands gnder the grear dome in the
center of the chureh. is "built of mar
ble. It is twenty feet bigh and tweo-

ty-six feet Tong and elghleen broad. Tt
is surmounted by a high dome in the
shape of a crown. Before the entrance
are some colossal wax candles  With
in the chapel are two divisions The

first, ealled that of the “Angel,"” contains

the traditional stone of the sepulcher
The. inner portion is the Chapel ot the
Tomb., A marble sarcophagus covers
the rock of the tomb. Abagve it hang
forty-three gold aud slivegTnmps. gifts
from European so\'(-rn:gllf

The most important sits of the Ord-
ental chureh are the Latin and the
Greeks. The latter are the wealthiest
and the wost numerous. Their chiurel
8 (he strongest in Jerusalen o Bt
backed by the power of Russin and
uumbers hundreds of Russians among
its adherents. Its native members are
Arubs and speak Arabic. Its clergy
are from the Greek Ixiunds and speak
modern Greek, Their ckapel in the
Cliureh of thé Holy Sepulcher is the
most richly ornamented of all. It is
filled with gold and silver ornaments
of great splendor and with gilded pic-
tures.  Many lamps dre Kept -alight
continually und shed o most dazzling
brilliuncy througheut the chapel, muk
flug the Imu(,mo und the gilded altar
cloth, the censer and the golden can-
diesticks sparkle agd glisten till the
whole inclosure secms to be ablaze
with burning gold. During their serv-
fces incense is profusely waved before
the altar, and the bishops aud priests
within the chancel, attired in glittering
garments, lend the service in modern
Greek in a peculinr Interiation  The
worshipers stand on the marble nave,
for no seats nre provided. No instru-
ments ure ever used in their services,
but the worshipers sing in chorus In u
most harmouious manuer.

The principal services of holy week
are held by the Greek and the Latin
The tirst oue of Hitorest is that of the
“washing of the feet,” celebrated on
Maundy Thursday. The Greek patri
arch and other dignitaries of the Rus
slun church, attired in their most gor
Reous robes, muke o gruoul display or
fmitating the Lowd’s example of humi)
ty. This service s held in a large,
open court before the chureh, which
becomes crowded to s utmost capae.
ity by Russian pligrims and  visitors
from ull elimes.  With krv;fl pomp nnd
ostentation the Greek patrlireh washes
the feet of twelve priests mpulully
cliosen for that puspose.

The next ceremony of Interest Is per
formed by the Lating.  On Good I'ri
day night they hold a service In the
Church of the Holy Sepuleher, when
they ennet the detnils of the cruci
fixlon As the service bhegins nat o hite
hour, the pligrimes bring “thelr mat-
tresses aud sleep within the church
notit they are awakened by the. en
trunce of a proeassion of priests, chant-
ing as they come
convent. The hishop and the prior,
with his gold miter und bluck ,velvet
cloak. trimmed with ‘gold, and other
priests, all gorgeously attired, form this
Impressive_procession A large wooden
cross, withjn 1ife size figure affixed to
it, is earrici] nloft, surronnded by waoy
banner bhearers. Al the lights of the
church are extinguished, aod in tgtal

The most interesting of all the cere-
monies of the week s that of the "holy
fire" celebrated by the Greek church
There is n curious foundation to this
strange festival  In olden days, we
are told. it was customary smoug the
Latins to extinguisb all lights in the
church on the evening of the crucifix-
fon. aund on the eve of the resurrection
. a bishop. leading a solemn procession,
replaced new fire in all the lamps. Ao
old tradition says that on one occasion
the .bishop found the lamps already
miraculously lighted before the proces-
sion entered the church., Ever since
then this pecullar ceremony has been
held yearly, when the boly fire is sup-
posed to descend from heaven.. The
festival wax first instituted by the Lat-
in church, but In time It ceased to cele-
brate it.
Our Easter Sunday is kept as Palm
Sunday Ly the Greek churel, as, ac

cording to their calendar, all feast days
nre elght days later than by the Gre-
gorian calendar. ~As we entered the
Iloly Sepulcher on Easter day the first
thing that attracted our attention was
the fuct that it bad been turned, as the
temple was of old, lnto u “house of
merchandise.” * Venders of palm leaves
and eyen of fruit were all around.

The grand mass of the Latins, who,
with us, celebrate the resurrection on
this Snuday, was being sung before the
sepulcher.  As soon as It was over the
Greeks who were walting around be-
gno to form a procession.- A large ban-
ner was pluced nt the entrance to the
sepulcher. The Russian pilgrims all
prostrated themselves before ‘it and
touched it with their palm branches.
Then they joined the procession, march-
ifng round the church. Here, again,
were Turkish soldiers going hefore to
clear the way. 'The priests, wearing
their richest attire, their miters and
caps glittering with precious stones,
followed, chanting. Some of the priests
carried  sucred banmers, and others
sprinkled holy water on all present.
As the lorgest banner appeared there
was u great struggle among the pil-
grims to touch It with their palm
lenaves These they would then take
buck to.ftussin and treasure for life,

The resurrection took place just
after the Jewish feast of the Passover,
whiich was held on the 14th day of the
moon, being approximately the time of
the full moon or what i termed the
paschal full moony The word Easter—
old English, Eastre;-German, Ostern—
means the festival named from the
Teuton goddess of spring. Austro.

The custom of distributing the
“pasche ege™ has been almost always
universal among Christians, and for
centuries children have enjoyed hard
boiled dyed eggs, which they roll about
or throw and finally eat. Among the
Tyrolese bands of ‘musicians traverse
every valley singing beautiful Easter

shymns to their guitars/ calling out the

people to their doors, who join them in’
the choruses and together rejoice on
this glad anniversary. The ‘paschal
eggs, which have formed a necessary
part of all Easter offerings for centu-
ries past. are not forgotten. The good
wife has these ready prepared, dyed,
inscribed with mottoes made inefface-
able by a rustic process of chemistry,
and when the children bring thelr bas-
kets they are freely given in return
for their Baster carols. Unless the egg
and the rabbit are symbols of spring
as being the genesis of development
and the plentiful prey of the early
huntsman, it is not clear why these
emblems should typify the present
testival.—New Orleans Times-Demo-
crat.

Growth of A. F. of L¢

The phenomenal growth of the Amer-
fcan Federation of Labor is shown by
the statement that during 1902 eight
national unlons were formed and char-
ters were issued to feurteen national
and international " unions, slx state
braneles, 127 central labor unions, 877
local trade and federal labor unions. It
is also réported that at the end of the
fiscal year, Sept, 30, 1002, there were
affilinted with the American Federa-
tion of lazber national and Internation-
al unlons with approximately 14,000
local unions under their divect jurisdie-
tion, 07; state federations, 26; city cen-
tral bodies, 424; local trade and federal
labor unions directly affilisted with the
American Federation of Labor by chm'-
ter, 1,483,

During the eleven months ending Oct.
1, 1002, there were organized and char-
tered by the affiliated national unlons
and by the American Federation of La-
bor direct 3,500 local unions,- with a
membershin of 200.000,

“The Social Revolution” by Karl Kuutsky.
Translated by A. M. and M“il
Simons. published by Charle: Ivrr
& Co., Chiengo. Price 50 cents.

Any article er book that Karl Kautsky
may write is worth the perusal of the
trath seeker. ‘“The Soecial Revolution™ is

" the discussion of two subjects, closely re

lated, but notlogically conuneeted, namely,
“Reform and Revolution,” and *The Day
After the Revolation,”” These essays are
of special interiest to thé Socialist. The
former directs the method of the class-
conscious proletarian movement, while
the latter points out many things that
must bz done immediately after the pro-
letarian regime isinaugurated. The social
revolution, from the author's standpoint,
must proceed from the class which has
been economically and politically oppress-
ed and who have now captured political
power and who must in their own interest
more or less rapidly transform and adjust
the foundations of the political and judi
cial superstructure of soslety to changed
conditions. Mensures which seek to ad-
just the judicinl and political superstruc-
tureof society to changed economic con-
ditions are reforms il they proceed from
the class which is the political and eeonom
ie ruler of society. The burdenof the flrst
essay is to prove that the transition from
oapitalism to Socialism cannot be brought

. about without a political revolution, i. e.,
without the conquest of political power
by the proletariat. To show this he proves
that although wages have increased in
the past forty years, (speaking of England)
exploitation or surplus values have grown
in much larger degree. The increase of
exploitation is manifested in the fact that
the capitalist standard of living grows so
much faster than that of the laborer.
Glass uumgomsms are sharpening instead
of softening. and “it appears that the only
thing in social reform that makes rapid
progress is the modesty of social reform,
ers.” | They have not improved in gmning
proletarian legislation.

The nuthor sddly deplores the condition
of the English laboyrers who renounce rev
olation in the interests of so-called prac-
tical polities of the moment, aod have
thus become morrully and politically de-
graded. But since capitalistic England
has been forced to take on new life to com-
pete with Germasny and the United States,
it is hopud this will nwaken the proletariat
to its mission of self-emancipation. Asan
‘opportune warning the author says: “One
can do nothing worse to the prolatariat
than to sndvise him to rest upon his arms
fn order to encourage a favorable attitute
of the bourgeoisie. Under present condi-
tions this menns nothing less than to de-

_liver the proletariat over to the bourgeoisie

and bring it into intellectual and political
dependence npon the latter, to enervate
and degrade it and make it incapable of
fulfilling its great historiceal purposes.”

The second part of the book is fully as
inwrcutimi and suggestive as the first, but
lack of space will not permit jnstice to be
done to either. The book is a valuable
contribution to Soclalst literatare,

» Hesults of the Imitatl
of the l'-lof-eo Fashions,

Easter Sunday, with its new spring
hats and gowns, brings pangs of envy
to many femining hearts, and the little
town of Arapahoe, Okla., where the
Arapaloe Indinns have chosen to set a
pace In. fashion, s no exception to the
rule, Ever since the paleface caine
among them In their Oklahoma home
the Arapahoe Indians have essayed to
be the best dressed of any of their red
nelghbors. An Arapahoe buck will go
without food In order to bave the latest
fashion in neckwear. He may not tie it
according to the prevailing fashion
among white men, but if the color be
gaudy he will arcauge it In a Bashing
manner that wl!l attract equal atten-
tion.

For some years punt the village of
Arapahoe, which Is mainly populated
with Cheyenne and Arapahoe Indians,
has been the scene of great parades of

Indinn fashlouables on Easter Sunday.
At daylight the squaws and bucks be-

gin to parade the *streets clad In gay

. trappings. The bucks wear the latest

cut of white men's clothing, but the
goods ure not always of fine texture nor
neatly fitting. On the other hand, they
are always of gaudy pattern.’ Many of
them wear silk hats aud light tan shoes,
Thelr makeup Is rather rude and espe-

clally so when they don a high collar

that has never been to a laundry and
on which fiuger marks may be plainly
seen at n distance of severul feet

The squaws wear loud colors fn lawn
and enllco dresses, but the hat 1s the
crowning fenture. These hats are plled
high with paper roses, and long green
or red ribbons trail bebind for several
feet. Milliners who visit Arapahoe say
that some of the squaws have as many

* as fifty paper roses put ob a single hat;

which would make it weigh vot less

than ten pounds. An umusing thing

the Roman Christlans to have

the anclent egg gorging feast of

the Arvales Fratres—pagan gods
of the continued fertility of summer—
transferred to Easter aml absorbed by
it, for the reason that they were not
allowed to eat eggs during Lent, the
very senson when the fowls began to
lay. And so, In all lands to-which
they sent Christianity, Easter is par-
ticularly an egg festival, and many
are the strange
with its celebration in this regard.

In some parts of France the cure
blesses the eggs on Easter eve, going
from house to house to do so and get-
ting some of the eggs for his own Eas-
ter breakfast at each one. In the days
of the monarchy the biggest eggs In
Frauce used to be sent to the Louvre
for the king, There they were blessed
at the mass on Easter Saturday, at
which the king and his court were
present, and after the mass his maj-
esty distributed them umong the mem-
bers of his court.

The Russian BEaster festival lasts
four days, during which people carry
eges and exchange thew witg one an-
otheér when they meet, with this salu-
tation and answer:

“Christ is risen!”

“It is 8o of a truth.”

'Then the speakers kiss, whether they
be men, women or man and woman.
The offering of an egg in exchange and
the saying of the salutation give the
right to the peasant to kiss a princess
in that glorious seuson. Many are the
Russian romances based on the daring
of youths who did that very thing,
even before the eyes of the princely
parent, who could only wreathe his
chagrin in smiles because of custom
and the holy season. But often the
romance ends by the irate father cut-
ting off the rash youth's head when the
enchanted time is over.

The German children get presents of
varicolored eggs at  Easter. which
have been laid for thewn surely by the
hare, for their parents have told them
80.+ For a month before Easter the
country children hunt for hares, nnd
when they sce one they cry out:

CHURCH DECORATIONS.

Sug:uﬂnn- ¥or Securing Harmony
In Form, Size and Color.

The superintendent of a flower con-
mittee ought to possess some kuowl-
edge of architecture as well as an artis-
tic sense of form and color in order to
use floral decorations with good effect.
In-the adornment of a church it is nec-
essary to ‘consider its general archi-
tectural style and its prevailing tone of
color.

For twining around pillars natural
trails of ivy or any climbing plants
are preferable to wade up garlands of
uniform bLreadth. Large vases or jugs
filled with flowers and folinge are uged
wherever good taste may suggest.

The introduction of colored drapery
adds greatly to the general picturesqe-
ness. These hangings may be of soft
sllken muterial or of velvet brocade or
plush. In some village churches in
England it is customary to lay warm
hued draperies over the window sills
and’ place upon these brown earthen-
ware pitchers filled with and half hid-
den in green boughs and flowers.

Palms and growing plants are inval-
uable; ns they are certain not to fade
aud droop before the decoration season
ends, and. for corners of churches noth-
ing could be more suitable than the
oleander, with its glossy leaves and
coral tinted blossoms,

Rich colored flowers lose much of
their beauty when placed against dark
wood panels,  When n good effect Is
desired, the wood may be concealed by
soft colored material fastened with in-
visible nails. Ounly pale gray or creamy
brown or greenish tinted semitranspar
ent stuffs should be used. Each bad
and leaf und flower will then stand out
in strong relief.

EASTER ISLAND.

A Curlous Story About One of the
Polynesian Group.

Far awey in the Pacific ocean lles a
lonely voleanic island which is called
Easter island from the fact that it was
discovered on  Easter day, 1722, by a
navigator named Roggereen, o Dutch
admiral. Its real name i# Rapa-Nui,
and its Polynesian inhabitants are fast
dying out. Comparatively few explor-
ers have visited it, and. contrary to the
joyous spring name it Las, it is a de-

_serted place.

What makes Easter island of interest
are the numbers of curious colossal
stone heads and busts, called moal,
which abound there, evidently the work
of the natives hundreds of years ngo.
A few of these are ereet, but many
have fallen,

The legend says that King Tukuihu
settled in Rapa-Nui and retired into a
cave, where he earved and cut all the
gigantic heads, which removed them-
selves to their present posltlou on the
islaud.

When he became old, he did not die,
but was turned into a, butterfly, which
is called in that country by his name.

Tukuibu used to search for eggs in

the nests of the sea birds, aud when he
lost his human form the chiefs who
wished to succced him agreed to search
for a certain number of eggs and the
first to eollect them was appointed
king. It seems singular that eggs
without ~ any especial significance
should have been so important on Eas-

_ter island.—Chicago Inter Ocean.

- Health Board Enjoined from Preventing

Unvaccinated Children Attending
the Publie Schools.

The health board, the doctors and the
newspapers were horrified Tuesday by
Judge Stimson upholdigg the lnw passed
by the legislature of 1081, which specific-
ally séts forth-that “‘no child in good men-
tal and physical condition shall for any
cause, any rule or law to the zontrary, be
precluded from attending school while
svch school is in session.”

The petition for injunction was filed last
week, anl asked that the board be re-
strained from preventing unvaccinated
pupils attending school until the hearing
of the pending suic on its merits.

In granting the prayer of the petitioners

the jucge upholds the law quoted, and
says that if the order of the health board
was. to hold it would make the board su-
perior in legislutive powers to the legisla-
Lure.

Wednesdny morning a most all of the

unvaccinated children returned to school,
after being out for five weeks. -

Although the board, in its answer to
the petition, stated that there had been
over 150 cases of smallpox in the city, it
only cited three among school children,
and had no evidence that any case was
contracted in the schools, *

The decision of Judge Stimson virtually
settles the pending suit, and there is noth-
ing left for the vaccinationists but an ap-
peal to the supreme court. There are
rumors of damage snits against the board
by purents whose children have been de-
prived of school privileges by the vaccina-
tion order.

A prominent anti-vaccinationist asked
me yesterday if I could understand why
the secretary of the board of health was
paid his salary regularly and had never
paid his taxes. That is an ensy one; he
has a political pull—is a part of the ma-
chine, and it would be u shume for him to
give up good money for taxes.

Crime and Insanity
are fnereasing on every hand. According
to statistics there are at present 101,072
registered persons of unsound mind in
Eoglaod and Wales, which represents an
incrense over the previous year of 2,607,
In 1859 there were 80,702 lunstics, being
18.67 per 10,000, It is now 82.48 to the
samenumber. Whereas seventy years ago
there was oue lunatic in every 308 of popu-
1ation, there are double now. In Ireland
19,590 people are demented and in Scotland
14,006. In Prussia, one of the most cul-
tured and refined countries of Europe,
there are now counfined in the various mad-
houses 82,850 inmates. In 1871 there were
only 55000 inmates in the Prussianasy-
lums, but in 1880 the number had grown
to 66,345 and again in 1890 to 82,850, Sta-
tistics show that in 1860 the ratio of insane
to the entire population in the United
States was one to 1,310; in 1870 it wus one
€0 1,100; and in 1830 it was one to 570. In
1885, according to the Representative of
the Census DBureau, 56,205 people were in
sane. In 1880 there were 07,535, an increase
in four years of 41,330, or 73 53 per cent.
Between 1884 and 1850 there were 14,770
murders committed in The United States.
At the present time we have 180,000 insane;
185,000 ju the ulmu houses, and 83,000 in

jail.
Queer .\er\ e Complaints.

“Medical statistics show that nerve
troubles are greatly on the increase in the
United States. This is especially notice-
able in large cf lies.

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person attacked by it experiences either a
kiod of uneasiness or even an absolute
difficulty when he has to crossa large
square or a wide street if the-m are but
few people about.

*‘He is seized with a sensation of fear,
feels bewildered, oppressed, his heart beats
quickly, he shudders, turns pale and red
by turns and Lis legs tremble. The sensa-
tion of fear is often so great that he be-
comes quite incapable of taking a step
forward, and feels much the same as we
doin adream when we wish to flee from
danger and can not move our legs. The
victim of agorophobia is not really afraid;
he knows very well that there is no dan-
ger, but he cannot master the impression
whichk takes hold of him. In one casea
French agorophubiac hLad to cross the
Place de la Concorde, Paris, to go to work.
Every morning when he started on his
journey, he made up his mind to overcome
this feeling, and boldly took a few steps
across the place, but his fears always con-
trolled him, and he hastily made his way
back to the pavement to go all around io-
stead of crossing.

“Then there is the belenophvblnc, who
is a person continually afraid of needles,
and often imagines that sharp needles are
pricking him in various parts of the body.
Young ladies are frequently victims of
this disease as they are also of rupophobia
or fear of dirt, iophobia or fear of poison,
and nosophobin er fear of sickness. There
are other phobias too numerous to men-
tion, but passing on from the n rve com-
plaints to the insanities, we find & countless
number of squinting brains. Chief of these
are the religiously insane, such as: Koresh
Teed, Lewis the Light, Francis Schlatter,
Schrader and others. There are various
manifestations in our nineteenth century
civilization, chief of which may be named
freak legislation, yellow journalistic in-
decency, the theatrical nudity epidemic,
ahd sensational churchianity.

Legislative Insanity,

A bill was introduced into the legislature
of Kentuchy, providing for the branding

of all burglars, who hud ever been com-«

mitted to penal institutions of the state—
a large **B” to be branded on both cheeks
of these ventlemen of ‘taking’ proclivities.
One of our highly moral eccentricities,

: Rupresentauve C. . Walters, of Labette,

Kansas, was gnllly of introducing a bill
on the ten commandments into the legis-
latureof thatstate. Then in Massachusetts
a solon wanted a law made to tax black-
smiths; North Dakota proposed to license
barbers; un Indiana man wanted to see
whiskers taxed; Michigan proposed to tax
bachelors; while Missouri tried to push
forward a bill to punish by heavy fine any
widow or unmarried woman ‘who refused
any honorable ‘offer of marriage.

““But what have you against the news-
papers?” I asked.

Flamarion in his work Omega. He says:
‘As for that matter, the journals of the
world had long since become purely busi-
ness enterprises. The sole preoccupation
of each was to ‘sell every day the largest
possible number of copies, They invented
false news, travestied the truth, dishonored
men and women, spread scandal, lled
without shame, explained the devices of
thieves and murderery, published the
formula of recently invented explosives,
jmperilled their own readers, and Dbe-
trayed every class of sosiety for the sole

* purpose of exciting to the the highest

piteh the curiosity of the public _aud sell-
ing the papers.

“One of the worsh and most shameful
things Iever saw was published in the
spring of 1808 in the Houston (Tex.) Post.
