Here are a few evxdences of *‘prosper-

ity” culled from the daily papers one day -

last week:

George Rossosky, a mi er, 60 years of -

age, out of work and sick, his wife and
five children starving, comnutted suicide
by cutting his throat with a razor. He
had been employed by the Moundsville

.Coal Co. in West Virginia.

Henry Hahn, aged 45, an upholsterer,
committed suicide in. New York by in-
haling gas because he could not find em-
ployment.

In Néew York Henry Neuschaeffer, a
candymaker, aged 64, hanged himself
because he was too old to get a job.

John Rodrick, aged 25, killed himself
by jumping from a fourth-story window
in Pittsburg. Despendency from being
out of work is given ‘as the cause.

Joseph Dryeh, a Bohemian, died of
starvation in the hospital at Tarrytown,
N.Y. He was found lying ina lonely
section of the estate of Johw D. Rocke-
feller (the man whose income is 64 cents
a second), weak, eémaciated, his body en-
tirely nude and burned by the sun. He
had been employed on the Rackefeller
estate, but was not strang and was dis-
charged. - He could find no other employ-~
ment, and starved to death. Holy John
doesn’t pay wages to slaves too weak to
work. He can’t afford to waste any of
his meager income of nineteen million
dollars a year, even if a few slaves do
starve to death.

After being on strike for eleven months
the Union Pacific machinists have reached
an agreement with the ‘company. They
are given an increase in wages and 2ll
strikers are to be reinstated without dit-

Plumbers at Sharon, Pa., who have
been on strike five weeks, effected a com,
promise and returned to work at £3.50
forfeight hours. Freeport (I11.) plumbers
won their strike for 44 centsan hour and
an eight-hour day. After a three weeks’
strike in Schenectady, N. Y., the plumb-
ers secured a scale of £3.50 for eight
hours.

Newark (N.J.) trolley and electric
light power house workers secured the
eight-hour day. They formerly worked
twelve hours.

Employes of the Chicago City Railway
have presented a proposed new. agree-
ment to the company. Motormen and
conductqrs, who now receive 24 cents,
ask for 28 cents an hour. Mechanics in
the shops demand the nine-hour day
with present wages.

The Locomotive, Firemen's Magazine
prints a long article in which it is shown
that wages of railroad €mployes were cut
an average of 7 to 10 per cent in 1894,
and modern motive power and roiling
'stock for that formerly used was substi-
tuted, which made it possible to secure
50 per cent. greater servicz from trainm
crews,  Since 1894 wages have advanced
from £367.50 to $570.13 per year, but the
$2.63 increase does not équal the 7:to 10

By Charles Sselzle. Cloth Price 75

"It the trades untons of today s!un
‘be contented - -with ‘simply: ralsiig
wages they must fall to' sccomplish
any result.  To raise wages
nlnnelsontytocompetewiththe
trusts in incoeasing the cost of com-
modities to-the detriment of the great
mass of men who are directly Inter-
ested nefther in the frusts nor the;
trades unions.

Wages are relattve, and they are de-
termined not by ‘the number of dollars
the workingman receives, but by the
commodities that his labor buys. They
can be permanently raiséd only in two
ways: First, by making such just
laws and industrial institutions as will
produce an equitable diviston of prod-
ucts. The poor man cannot ba made
permanently richer without making
the rich man poorer. No general pros-
perity can come without making it ab-
solutely impassible for the great insti-
tutions to amass such fortunes as the
last few years have shown. Secondly,
wages should be incrensed by changing
laws and Institutlons to prevent a
monopoly, so that production can be
increased, for really wages bear o di-
rect relation to production, although
the workingman has never yet received
anything like the full product of his
labor.

The effort to raise wages creates end-
“legs contlict and strife. This under
the present phenomenal power of
tredes unionism makes hostility, often
wise and just, and in the end will tend
to create o public sentiment agalnst
trades uniontsm. The public will not
long consent to be victimized by high
prices charged by the trusts upon one
hand and the high wages of the trades
unfonists upon the other. Neither can
the trades untons succeed In this way,
for the workingman has no power to
put up wages as fgst as the industrial
baron can put up prices; one is accom-
plished with endless, pain and dQiffi-
culties, the other is almost automatic.

Trades unjonism has only succeeded
in the past by enlisting public opinion
in its behalf. This has come largely
beeause public opinlon is hostle to.
great aggregations of wealth and to
the exactions of modern capitalism. If
by unjust and unreasonable demands
or a failure to understand Its true func-
tions and dutles and its high purpose
trades unionism shall simply harass
and annoy the public it will fall under
the ban now dlrected ngn!nst capltnl-
ism.

The great ou-rg and po"\er thnt—
have counted In the organization of
trades unlonism and the parrow efforts
of separate bodles to Increase wages
must be diverted and directed toward
the laws and Industrial institutions of
the country so that production will be
more bountiful and distribution more
equitable,

For, after all, natural laws must pre-
vall, and nelther the monopoly of cap-
ital nor the monopoly of labor can for
a long period of time keep the price of
commodities or the price of labor far
above the level which conditions im-
pose, ard the permanent Improvement

by creating such natural and perma-
nent conditions as will call for a full
cmployment of labor and an honest and
equitable division of the products of
labor. R g

flourished in the past, it has made its

impossible barriers because it has stood
for improving the condition of the com-
mon man and for the welfare of the
human race, and if trades unionism
shall sueceed In the future it must
work and live along the lines of eth-
feal principles and devote its powers
and Its energies not to purely selfish
ends, but to making better and falrver
the condition and life of the great mass
of men—Clarence 8.
