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FEW years ago the socialist philos-
A ophy was spurned as irrational and
impossible and its exponents were looked
upon as foolish fanatics by thoughtful
men in the United States. ;

During the last decade a profound
change has taken place with reference to
socialism. Many thousands who once
rejected it with scorn are now among its
stanchest supporters. Newspapers, mag-
azines and periodicals are discussing it;
rulers, statesmen and politicians are
worried about it; ministers, teachers and
moralists are descanting upon it, and
every day it becomes more apparent that
a mew and vital problem: has presented
1tself.

The change'in the popular mind in re-

gard to socialism is not due solely, nor
even mainly, to mental processes. The
many ‘‘converts” to the socialist philos-
ophy may not credit their intellectual
faculties alone ‘or seeing the light, but
are indebted primarily, as a rule, to
economic necessity, the growing insecu-
rity in the means of wmaking a livelihood
as the result of the concentration of
capital and other changes in the eco-
nomic structure of society that are rapidly
transforming our boasted republic into
an industrial depotism.
, No greater mistake was ever made
than to suppose than socialism is a dream
and that ‘“‘human nature” must be ex-
cluded before it can be realized. It is
just because ‘‘human nature” is as it is
that socialism is inevitable.

Socialism is meither a dream .mor a
scheme, but a theory of society based
upon the -principles of social evolution,
the trend of which is so clearly indicated
in the changes daily taking piace before
our very eyes that the wonder is that any
man with the ordinary powers of obser-

foundations of society are shaping for a
sup’er-strucmre of socialism, and i:at it
will be socialism because it can be noth-
ing else.

OT long after the congressional elec”
N tionsof 1902 the Rev. Liyman Abbott,
taking note of the great increase in the
socialist vote, said: **Socialism is inevit-
able.” In a lecture recently delivered
the same eminent divine rudely disturbed
the calm in conservative circles by say-
ing: ‘‘Our industries must be democrat-
ized; if different small bodies of men are
to control all our domestic necessi.es,
where goes our democracy? Thc' demo-
cratizing of industry means the distribu-
tion of wealth. The labor problem can
never be solved as long as one set of men
owns the tools and another set uses
them. When all those comnected with
one industry become together owners and
users, then will come the harmony 'a.nd
union which have been so long striven
for.” g .

The captains of industry are ap-
palled at their own inability to control or direct
the rapidly socializing forces of industry. The go-
alled trust is but asign and form of the develop-
cing socialization of the world's work. The univer-
sal increase of the uneertainty of employment, the
universal capitalist determination to break dowm
the unity of labor in the trades unions, the wide-
spread apprehensions of impending change, reveal
that the institutions of capitalist sociesy ure pass-
ing under the power of inhering forces shat will
soen destroy them. !
“Into the midst of the strain and crisis of civiliza-
sion the socialist movement comes as the only con-
servative force. If the world is to be saved from
chaos, from universal disorder and misery, it must
be by the union of the workers of all nations in the
soelalist movement. The socialist party comes with
the only proposition or programme for intelligently
and deliberately organizing the nations for the com-
mon good of all its citizens, It is the first time
that the mind of man has ever been directed toward
the conseious organisation of society. i

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OLD BAVARIAN TOWNS.

Many of the Smaller Ones Are Meree
1y Walled Farm Villages,

In old Bavarian districts many of the
smaller towns are merely walled farm
villages. These settlements of agricul-
turists reproduce the ancient laager for
all. Each is built in the form of a
parallelogram, the shorter sides hav-
ing each a gateway, with double gates,
over which rise central square watch-
towers capped with conical red roofs.
A narrow road or street runs from gate
to gate, with old half timber houses
set back close to the inclosing wall,
The
fords stabling for cattle, and from
these stables the cows are driven out
through the town gates in the mern-
ing and brought in at night. Town-
ships like this are merely clusters of
bouses intimately counected with
farm lands that lie beyond their gates,
The peasantry, whether peasant pro-
prietors or allotment leaseholders, go
in and out to their work.

In eastern Bavarla, toward the Dan-
ube, where the Letter class farms are
to be seen, one finds farmhouses of
woord, a great shingled roof covering—
as in Holland—not only the large liv-
fng apartment, with many bedrooms,
but also the stables for the horses
and ecattle.  On such farms much of
the farmm work is done by girls, who
usunally wear short petticonts, tight
bodices and kerclhiefs on their heads.
Most of the men are either in the army
or working at trades.

SMOKING A CIGAR.

Some Things That Every User of
Tobacco Does Not Know,

“It's really remarkable,
the 12,000,000,000 cigurs smoked in the
United States every year, how few
wen really know how to smoke,” said
a prowminent tobaceo dealer. “There is

one wistake in particular that éven ex-
perienced smokers somethmes make—
that is in not keeping the wbaceo burn-
ing properly.

“About YU per cent, I should say, of
all the cigars sold are bLetter on the
outside than the iuside.  This isu't

wholly to deceive the prospective huy-
er. It requires a good quality of leaf
to shape the vutside of a cigar, while
the tiller may e more readily composed
of inferior tobacco., The smoker who
permits his cigar to burn inside the
wrapper loses the best part of it. IPrac-
tically any clgur is rank when smoked
through the center. The aroma is lost
and the swoke is bitter and acria.
“Putfing on a cigar that is not burn-
ing properly only increases the ditlicul-
ty.
of the inside leaves, and the whole ci-
gar becomes hot from the effects of the
increased combustion in the center of
it. "The proper thing—the only thing—
to do under the circumstances Is to
light the clgar again, taking care that

wrapper and all are included in the |

lighting. If this plan were followed a
good- many smokers wouldn't change
their brand of cigars so often.”

Wright, in his “Domestic Manners of
the Middle Ages,” says: “One of the
great objects of ostentation in a rich
man's house was his plate, which at
dinner time bhe brought forth and
spread on the table in sight of his
guests. Afterward, to exhibit thé plate
to more advantage, the table was made
with shelves or steps, on which the dif-
ferent articles could be arrnoged in
rows, one above another. It was ca.led
in French, or Anglo-Norman, a dres-
soir, because on it the different articles
were dresses, or arranged.”
It is this to which the modern poet
refers:
The pewter plates on the dresser
Caught and reflected the flame, as ghields
of armies the sunshine.

LIVING SILVER.

The FProcess by Which Mercury Is
Extracted From Cinnuabar.

The chief scource of mercury is its
native sulpbide, cinnabar. The most
fiportant mines of this mineral in Eu
rope are those of Almuden, in Spain,
and Idria, in Ilyria; in Ameriea, those
of New Almaden, in California. .

The silvery metal is obtained by
roasting the ores in specially construct-
ed open furnaces, where, by the ae-

phur is converted iuto sulphurous acid

and passes on  with the volatilized
merea into condensers.  These are
usually masonry chambers, with wa-

ter cooled pipes, from which the fumes
pass on through  earthenware pipes
and finally through ,others of wood
and glass,

Most of the yicld is liquid mercury,
combined with soot, which is removed
by agitating the mixture in receptacles
of perforated iron, when the mercury
falis through., The quicksilver is final-
Iy purifiml by straining through dense
linen and is then sent out into com-
merce in leather bage or wronght iron
bottles fitted with screw plugs. each
holding about seventy-five pounds
avoirdupols.

THE WORD BOGUS.

Are Several Plausible The-
ories an to Its Origin,

The word “bogus” is said by Dr. Ogil-
vie to be derived from Boghese, the
name of a notorlous American swindler
who about the year 1535 tlooded the
western and southwestern states with
counterfeit bills, sham mortgages and
such like, Others connect the word
with “boghe,” a scarecrow or goblin,
and so applied to anything fictitions or
chimerical.

“I more than suspect the word to be
a corruption of the French bagnsse.
This bagasse was the sugar cane as
delivered In its dry, crushed state from
the mill, called also cane trash, and fit
only for burning, being thus synony-
mous with useless rubbish.
