All the workers of the world are
busy producing wealth. = There are
millions and millions of these work-
ers ‘and, with the exception of a cer-
tain per cent whom we term the un-
employed, the result.of their constant
effort is, first, they subsist, after that,
they prodvce a profit. Omitting the
Socialist terminology and argument
for the time being, talking dollars
and cents, the workers of the United
States alone have: created all the
wealth it the United States in the
shape of all real values, all the cities,
factories, railroads, farms, all, every-
thing we see about us. The value of
this runs so far into figures that it
is past human understanding.

They have turned over to their
masters all the monies that they, the
masters, ever loaned on anything or
to any persomn, corporation or govern-
ment. Again here are figures that
simply submerge the human mind,

The workers struggle and strike,
win or lose, still the ever increasing
volume of profit swells, grows and ac-
cumulates.,  The surplus of today
must be re-invested, and in turn; al-

i ways as a tool of labor, it begets a
| surplus.

Thus' in geometrical pro-
gression the wealth accrues. To call
“golden stream.” is simply a
mild form of prevarication. It is
never gold, Gold is simply a relic of
past and present distrust, a token o
a certain “lack of confidence.” Capi-
tnl roughly, in the capitalistic sense,
is somcthmg lrom which proﬁts can
be taken. It is ever the aim of the
capitalist to obtain profits, secondly,
to turn his profits back into capital
We, that is the wage workers of the
United States, produce for export
something like  $2,000,000,000—Two
Billions, annually.

We produce also. in the shape of
profit, all that is re-invested in capi-
talistic ventures in our own country
year by vear.  We produce also all
that American capitalists loan or in-
vest abroad.

We produce all that is paid to for—

ieign stockholders and investors in
{American securities,

We produce annually $500,000,000
to pay the expenses for the annual
outing of “society” in Europe.

During the past two decades 300

daughters  of American millionaires
‘have married titled foreigners,
' 'We hought the tiaras and coronets
worn by these "Daughtcrs of the
American Revolution.” We paid some
$50.000,000 for' the crown  of Miss

The present constitution of Japan
was granted under conditions that
were doubtless without precedent in
the history of governments,

It was granted freely by the Mi-
kado, who had hitherto exercised the
rights oi unlimited sovercignty.

This stamps the Mikado and his
immediate advisers as men of great
foresight.

The emissaries of the emperor, re-
turning from their travels and inves-
tigations in Europe and America, ap-
parently saw at a glance the position
and needs of Japan as a world factor,
The participation of at least a part
of the people in the affairs of gov-
ernment was seen to be a necessity. | y
A stupendous task awaited the em-
pire. The integrity of Japan depend-
ed upon the attainment by the entire
race of a stage of economic develop-
ment corrcsponding to that of the
western nations. The Mikado wisely
shifted the burden of administration
to the rising bourgeois without a
struggle. The result has been that Jap-
an has taken two centurics at a leap.
Herein the Czar might profit.

The constitution of Japan contains
a phrase, which, freely interpreted,
reads: “Because of the changing con-
ditions of the world, it becomes in-
evitable that the burden of govern-
ment must fall upon many.”

tion, Imports in many lines, for in-
stance machinery, quadrupled owing
to the fact that munitions of war,
even knock-down torpedo boats, had
been sold by United States firmis and
shipped consigned as machinery. The
war has in many ways brought about
an abnormal trade condition, show-
ing an increase in exports from the
gmmng to right itself, and is the sub-
ject of much newspaper comment.
The following table does not in-
clude such industries as are conduct-
ed by Japanese capital cxclusnely,
nor yet the totals invested in the
industries enumerated, but only the
amount of foreign capital invested in
such activities:

Socialists will carefully digest the
facts ¢if not the figures, they will be
mentally armed against any trade ex-
pansionist they chance to meet.

burg murder to be untrue in every
particular and to be part of the fong(
sustained effort to destroy the miners

But there is one feature of this das-
tardly affair which requires special
attention. It is that Haywood, Moy~
er and Pettibone were taken from the
state of Colorade, under arrest, and
shipped to Boise, ldaho, in secret,
without a. word of publicity being

state, without a chance to be heard,
and upon the sole charge of murder
freferred by paid detectives working
n the interest of the corporations.

It is the
ownership of the state that enables
the capitalist class to throttle econ-
omic protest and to thwart economic
action, It is the ownership of the
judicial, executive and administrative
functions of government which gives
a few men in Colorado and Idaho the
power to lay helpless the strongest,
best dwcnplmcd the most aggressive
labor organization in the West,

In the name of the state, the capi-
lahst class can do anything—because
it is legal for them to do it.

When the working class own the
state they can do any(hmz—bccnusc
it will be legal for them to do'it.

The capitalist class fortifies its own-
ership of industry, pursues its cam-
paign of exploitation on the economic
field, riddles the ranks of the organ-
ized workers, batters down all opposi-
tion to its mle. throu, its control
and exercise of the political power.

The workers must: organize econ-
omically or be submerged beneath
(the lowest sink of degradation. But
the workers economic activity is ren-
dered futile and abortive because the
powers of the state are continually

What means this cry of “reform”
now engaging public attention?  Is

“coming our way?" is Lawson
lauded ‘as the a,meaecluﬂ,_ god in his
chosen field? hat do his exposures
mean for you and I of the wealth
producing class.. After consuming
hundreds of pages in a monthly
magazine he has not touched the
grievance of the working class and
" that is why he is the lauded Lawson
of a press devoted to the defense of
capitalism.  Lawson is simply telling
us how some of the big swindlers
trick the smaller ones out of their
“share” of the plunder, but is silent
as to how cither of them came in
possession of the swag in the first
place.

Suppose a train of prairic schooners
are enroute across western plains
loaded with the wealth of its occu-
pants. A band of outlaws descend
o‘f:c the nnfofrtunate pilgm;ns hznd at
the point of guns compel them to
surrender their weaith.  Some of
them are experienced in their chosen
profession; others are new to it and
acquiring that skill necessary to pose
as “self-made men.” They are in the
“business” in common with their
more skilliul and experienced “pals”
of the robber band. They are robbers
all and all peaceful travelers are their
prey.

With the stolen goods they proceed
to gamble and the more experienced
swindle the less experienced out of
their “share.”

One Mighty Warrior Squeals.

One mighty warrior, the hero of
a hundred raids, Tom Lawson by
name, gets squeezed in the game, He
discovers that others ‘are dealing
cards from the bottom ' and some
have “hand-outs” up their sleeve,
Still others have another deck and
flash four aces when occasion re-
quires.

Tom becomes a “reformer.” - He
rushes into print to tell us that some
of the plunderers are using crooked
methods in cheating their “pals” out
of their “legitimate” share and asks
the phlundered pilgrims to give him
their attention while he tells how the
cards were dealt! The mulfitudes
whose pockets are rifled await with
breathless awe the new deck he pro-
poses as a “remedy.” His “remedy”

A Terre Haute Outburst.

Just at present a local example
here in Terre Haute has become of
national interest because of a move-
ment to impeach the Mayor for non-
enforcement of a law providing for
Sunday closing of saloons and at
eleven o'clock at night.

The Mayor had discharged his
Board of Safety for attempting to
enforce the law and appointed a “lib-
cral” Board. ’ .

Immediately the “reformers,” com-
posed of “substantial business men,”
“best citizens,” and a2 number of min-
isters, were conveniently “shocked”
at the Mayor's refusal to have the
laws enforced. )

The Ministerial Association and
Manufacturers’  Association  “de-
nounced” and “deplored"” this action
in long resolutions. The press joined
in the chorus in the name of “civic
morality,” “law and order,” and all
the other blessed virtues of capital-
ist politics. It mmarveled at the
awakening of the “people” and their
evident intention to have a “clean
sgovernment,”

Impeachment  proceedings began
and failed by one vote of convicting
the Mayor. The “reformers” now
threaten to carry the fight into the
courts if the Mayor persists in his
policy. |

The Real Inspiration of Reform.

On the suriace one would conclude
that this movement was inspired by
other than economic considerations
of interest to the capitalist class for
it cannot be denied that the city has
been controlled by a vicious crowd
of political adventurers. Graft is
their motive and spoils their reward.
Crime has run rampant and it is a
very rare thing to see murderer's
row vacant in the county jail. This
bas continued for a long time and it
would seem sufficient justification for
such a “moral wave” as the minis-
ters and press ascribe to it.

However, that it offers no excep-
tion to the economic ‘motive that
forms the basis of all other similar
movements is apparent from the fol-
lowing interview with one of the
“reformers” that appeared in the
“Terre Haute “Star” of Dec. 29, 1905.
+1t is a frank and bald admission that
capitalist interests are threatened

Both “were interested in boosting
their business” and both “had the law
on their side” as the first day of
these carnivals consisted in the cere-

mony of having the Mayor turn over
the keys of the city to these liber-

The yvile exhibitions had the official
approval of the promoters of the car-
nivals as a written contract with
them was necessary to secure space
in the streets. Here the profit man-
agers whatever given. merc i
they traffiicked in, whether it be beer
or bibles, stood on common ground
in support: of these annual trade
stimulating enterprises.

The Churches Investigate.

time to time to point out,

A noticeable feature of the plat-
form in question is that the first
paragraph is identical with that
adopted by the city convention oi the
Social-Democrats of Milwaukee a
short time ago. In this paragraph,
which is the keynote of the whole
platform, the Socialist party is de-
clared to be a party for “better food,
better clothes, better houses and more
culture” for the working class. It is
true the Socialist party 1s all this, and
more. | The Socialist party is the
party of the working class for the
abolition of the wage system, but
nowhere in the Milwaukee platform
or in that later adopted by the state
convention of Maine will you find a
word to that effect. ‘In fact the wage
system is not mentioned at all. The
fact that all the ills of the workers
are due to the existence of the wage
system is not pointed out. "There 1s
not one word said about the necessity
for abolishing the wage system and
substituting collective ownership of
the means of production and distri-
bution,

Again, the platform does not even
declare for the collective ownership
of all the means of production and
distribution. There is something said
about national ownership of the coal
mines, the meat trust and other
trusts, but nothing about working
class control. One would never know
the Socialist party is organized to es-
tablish the Co-operative Common-
wealth through Revolutionary politi-
cal action by the working class.

But worst of all, most pernicious in
its effect on the party and the in-
creasing consciousness of their inter.
ests on the part of the workers, is the
fact that the class struggle is not
mentioned.

Financial Summary.

The total receipty of the National
Office from ail sources, including a
cash balance of $3649, January 1,
1905, were $17,527.37. The 'total ex-
penditures were $17,474.34, leaving a
balance of $53.03.

The principal expenses noted under
the head of miscellancous are as fol-
lows:

January, $59.30 for quorum meeting
in December, 1904. In April, $43.65,
balance due Algernon Lce, expenses
to the International Socialist Con-
gress. May, $50, donated to the Rus-
sign Social Democratic Labor Party
and §96.90, dues to the International
Socialist Bureau. August and No-
vember, $50 each month to the Ne-
braska State Committee for Douglas
County primary law contest; in the
latter month §16.25 to the Russian
Social Democratic Labor Party
amount received as contributions, to
the same purpose $111.02 was expend-
ea in the month of December.

Agitation Fund.

Attention is called to the compara-
tive small amount received for the
agitation fund during the year, which,
including contributions and sale of
Perpetual Campaign Coupons,
amounted to $891.13, against $11,-
865.15, the campaign fund of the pre-
vious year. This is_due to two caus-
es: First, the fact that.ncarly every
division of the party had exhausted
or overrcached their resources in the
presidential campaign, and, second,
that there were so few important
elections and these affected a limited
territory. I would strongly recom-
mend the general use of the Verpet-
ual Campaign Coupon books as a
means to gather funds to assure an
advance all along the line in the comn-
ing general elections in the year 1906.
It is a convenient and attractive
method, and secures funds for each
division of the party; by its use thou-
sands who are nol party members,
but are sympathizers or voters of the
Socialist ticket, can be reached and
may become regular contributors. It
s a significant fact that about twenty
Socialist vuies have been cast for
each dues-paying member of the
party.

Lecturers and Organizers.

This includes $§3 for wages, hotel and
railroad fare.  Of this amount an
average of $3.55 has been gathered
a-field, that is, contributed by the
places visited, and $2.26 has been paid
by the \auonal Office. In addition
to those tabulated, Mother Jones, J.
L. Fitts and Ida Crouch Hazlett filled
a number of dates for which no ex-
pense was incurred by the National
Office.

Membership and Dues.

Table “C” sets forth in detail a rec-
ord of the sale of dues stamps, to-
gether with balances due the National
Office by State organizations.

The receipts show $14,264.58 was
for national dues, of which amount
$13,728.68 ‘came from state and ter-
ritorial organizations and $535.90
from locals and members at large in
unorganized states and territories.

The average membership for cach
month in the year is shown to be
22881 in the organized states and
446 in the unorganized states and ter-
ritories, or a total merngc member-
ship paid to date of 23,327

While the average pa,ment pew
month during 1904 shows a member-
ship of 20,763, and the average pay-
ment durmg the year 1903 showed a
membership of 15975,

It is necessary to state that the
23,327 members for which dues have
reached the National Office monthly
by mno means represents the  full
strength of the party membership, A
glance at the monthly tabulation re-
ceived from state secretaries shows
that there are on the membership
roll almost an equal number reported
as owing one or more months' dues.
By the present method of computnig
the membership, it is impossible to
even rclamcly estimate the entire
membership of the party, and such
record will only be obtainable when
the locals will assist the state secre-
taries in making their reports by
regularly supplymg detailed and spe-
cific information.

Monthly Reports,

The value to the géneral movemknt
of a monthly report from each’ local
cannot be overestimated. To know by
record the sure and certain rise of
the organization, the preparations be-
ing made to take over the affairs of
governmem and the capability of do-
ing so, is of supreme importance.

The Referendum.

But recently the referendum ac-
claimed as a prmc:p]c by reasen of
physical difficulties or the smallness
of the organization, in practice, was
honered more in the breach than by
observance.

Representative  state committees
were exceptions, whiie now they are
the rule.

The operations of the referendum,
national, state and local, has been
extended to a degree out of all com-
parison with previous practices, until
today there is scarcely a matter of
any importance in any division of
the party on which the entire mem-
bership does not have the opportunity
of expressing their will and finally
determine the course to be pursued,

Official Organs,

The constitution wisely provides
against any cdltonal commient ap-
pearing in the Official Monthly Bul-
letin, and further Section 2, Article 5,
“The National Committee shall neith-
er publish nor designate any official
organ.” The primal danger of the
party and the cause will appear when
official thinkers are elected and in-
stalled. An official organ has ever
proved to be a hand maidun to the
reigning dynasty and tends to perpet-
uate their rule.

The combined circulation of the
press which supports the party indi-
cates that several papers come into
the hands of nearly every member,

‘These papers almost without ex-
ception are losing ventures financial-
ly, and are supported either by vaol-
untary contributions or direct dona-
tions by locals, thus being within the
control of the membership, and their
columns are open to the full and free
discussion of all questions of princi-
ple, methods of organization, party
tactics and criticism of the acts of
officials.

To this influence, more than any
other, I ascribe the present strength
and permanency of the Socialist
party.

At this stage of development the
essenfials to  which .cach comrade
should centribute his share of effort
are: Increase the circulation of the
Socialist press, constant and syste-
matic distribution of Socialist litera-
ture and the building of an organi-
zation limited in numbers only by
the number of the working class,
limited in power only by the power
of the proletaire.
