George. Hughey, a Negro worker, was
burned to death jn a vault of the county
court house at Sherman Texas, by a mob
who set fire to the building in order to
lynch the Negro, Texas rangers on guard
at the court houge were ordered by Gov.
Moody not to shopt at the lynchers.

At Hughes’ trigl, on a change of “attack-
ing” a white woman, no real evidence was
brought out and the trial was stopped for
lack of a case. As soon as Hughes was
locked up in the court house vault, the
building was set on fire, and the Texas
troopers calmly walked out, leaving the
Negro burning to depth.

A Negro
was first burned to thiand then. his
charred body was d | through the
streets of the Negro district.

When six Young Pioneers covered Junior

Dear Friends; and Comrades:

Your letter received and was glad you
wrote me. I did not expect an answer.
You said yougwould like some news on the
spced-up.

Last fall § heard they wanted some
label sewers gt 109 Kingston Street, Bos-
ton, Mass., for the ldeal Neckwear Co.
I got hired, then one day the woman in
charge asked me how many ties [ had
sewed labels gn. It was then about twelve
noon. I told her fourteen dozen. She
said it was ngt enough; I must do better
or I would sogn be fired. The wages was
ten dollars a week. They also send girls
from the trade schools there. Two days
before Chrisginas they told thirty of us
there was nomore work. Out we went on
the street. I had a sick girl on my hands

who died a fyw days later. Did the boss
care? Not h¢, as he wasn't cold or hungry.
B No. Twe

1 needed clgthes so I took a job to go

to Maine as @ chamber maid. I bought
uniforms and a lot of foolish things to go
to the Belgrade Lakes. Five women and
one man cleaged one hundred rooms in ten
days. We wigrked from 7 A. M. to 5:30.
The milk for pur cereal was colored water.
Our rooms were dirty and full of bugs.
I stayed a month in hell. The owner and
manager gave me $6.10 for my work —
just enough ¢o come back to Massachu-
setts, 3

The other women all got fired out. They
got Portland women to finish the season.
The employmgnt offices are in with them.
It is like a wyircle. They all get all they
can out of the worker; the worker must
give 4 week's pay to the agencies but the

U.S. Bosses Starve é‘hine«fa
Women Workers '

Great numbers of Chinese girls are worl:-
ing in the needle trades (making overalls,
shirts, ginghamw dresses, ete.), in Frisco's
so-called Chinatown. These girls are the
most exploited of workers. They get the
lowest wages and longest hours. They get
only half the wages the white woikers
receive. = '

Race discrimination acts the benefit
of the boss, because the white girls do ot
work and mingle with them.

In these needle trade shops the liglits
are very dim, air is stenchy as the shops
are located in the basements. In many
places with no windows for ventilation.
The only windows: are display windows.

Mothers bring their children with them
and turn them loose to play in the street
in front of the shop or carry them on
their backs all day
They work from 9 a. m. to 10 p. m. and
sometimes are forced to stay uatil mid-
night in order to rush out orders.

No lunch time is given and the work-rs
snatch a bite during work time. The
starvation wage is two dollars, earned fur
12-13 hours a day.

Take Work Home

In order to exploit miore perhaps because
bosses have interest in the sewing mae
chines, the workers are talked into baying
sewing machines and taking work home,
Sometimes the bosses get the equipn.ent
and deduct weekly from wages to pay for
it.  He then holds the workers 1n . his
power and pavs what he pleases.

The Chinese women workers can ine
prove their cnndﬁimm‘by militant struggle
together with the men — together with
all exploited workers of all nationalities,
ORGANIZE into militant unions together
with white workers.

The christian church was for two thop-
sand years the source from which justifi-
cation was derived for thé legal and eco-
nomic subjection of woman. In the words
of the apostle Paul the church teaches:
“Man has not-been created for thé woman.
but the woman for the man.” With such
and similar doctrines it is maintained that '
woman is at bottom not equal to man but
“a human being of a lower order.” This
does not prevent women, who believe in the
Bible, from considering this book as the
“most human” and wisest book, although
its whole wisdom consists in the attempt
to make men believe that life on this earth
with all its trials is nothing but a prepa-
ration of humanity for eternal happiness in
heaven, to which man can gain admission
if he is patient and gentle as an ox and
obeys the commands of the church..

The negative and hostile attitude to the
woman has influenced the man for twenty
centuries. This attitude of the church has
deeply penetrated into the consciousness of
men and obtained an almost instinctive
power. The influence of religious “con-
tempt for woman” is clearly expressed in
the works of thosé scholars who have en-
deavored to prove to the world that woman
is “by nature” a “mentally narrow” human
being and canriot be considered as the equal

In the seething revolt of the Indian
masses_against the “Robber” rule of Great
Britian and _in the camp of the Gandhi
betrayers women are playing a leading role.
There are two women especially, who have
been in the limelight in the present
struggle.

One of these is rs. Sarojina Naidu, a
poetess, who because of Ghandi's. arrest,
has become the leader of his group, which
betrays the workers with his pglicy of :
“passive resistance.” The other of these
women is Kalamadevi Chattopodhyaya, who
led the working women and children in the
mile long4Red parade in Bombay on May
15th, and led in the cheering of “Long live
the revolution.” The difference with which
these two women were treated by British
soldiers and police shows that Britain
knows her friends and rewsrd‘s them.

Gandhi and Mrs. Naidu are friends of
British imperialism,. and traitors jo the
working class. Their teachings of “passive
resistance” further enslave the workers be-
cause they check the fighting spirit of the
masses and make them helpless to fight
back the armed forces of Great Britain,

Mrs. Naidu's idea of a protest against
the British salt tax is to sit in the middle of
a road for 28 hours because the police
would not permit her to go any further,
And, when-the police offered he an automo«
bile she quietly rode away, while the wor-
kers whom she kept back, immediately
raided the salj depot, and bravely fought
back the pelice. Mrs Naidu were arrested,
but iftmediately releaased when she prom-
ised to leave the salt area. .
