500,000 Strike in
British Mills; Most
Militant Are Women

MANCHESTER, England.
— Women are among the
most militant on the picket
line in the lockout of 500,000
textile workers in the Man-
chester area.

The mill workers refuse to
accept the introduction of
the eight loom system instead
of four looms, or the stretch-
out system. The Lancashire
mill owners then locked them
out.

Almost immediately the
trade union misleaders began
to negotiate with the mill
owners for a sell-out.

More than half of the work-
ers are women workers, and
their militancy spurr ed on the
men

Spectacular charity pro-
grams in New ork City in-
clude a fund of $8.C00,000,
supposedly raised by Wall St.
financiers, to grant jobs for
a few of the 900,002 unc<in-
ployed. But workers from
their small wages were made

to zive over $1 300,000 of the
amount collected. Then New
ork’s racketeemgg Mayor,
Jimmy Walker, took time ofzf
from jazz long enough ‘to set
up a relief committee. For
his relief fund the 125,000
city: employees are to provide
the cash out of their wages—
$250,000 a month for six
months. So workers are
really feeding fellow-workers,
while: the ‘welfare”
gets $50 a week for insulting
the unemployed workers and
sometimes handing out a food
package and Wall St.-Tam-
many gets the glory, plus the
larger profits and graft.

“To hell with such charity,”
shouted the farmers in Ark-
ansas and they knew what
they wanted.

Communism Means Free-
dom to Chinese Women

Below is a letter from a
Chinese woman worker, tell-
ing the American working
woman how the Chinese Red
Army brought freedom to the
Chinese working women.

* B3 2

To my comrades, the Am-
erican Working Women:

I arrived here already sev-
eral days after a journey of
two days and one night, cov-
ering a distance of more than
two hundred Li. On the way
I passed numerous ragged
mountain ridges and trod
along a zigzag endless path.

When I reached Fun-shen,
a Soviet district, sisters came
to tell me as follows:

“Our Soviet government is
really good. Our condition is
now quite different from that
of the preceding time. We
have the same right as men’'in
dividing land, and we stand
on the same level with men
in handling political affairs.

We go to preparatory col-
leges which specially provide
for us when we are free from
work. We also practise with
rifles every day, in prepara-
tion to shooting our enemies.

Because of the blockade
proclaimed by the reaction-
ary districts, we get only 2
meals of potato congee for
each day. But we are not
afraid at all. We are ready
to deal with them.

We were talking a long time
while we were treading on
the mountainous path, and we
were taken hold of by hun-
ger. They invited me to the
home where I had my meal of
potato congee and had a fine
sleep that night. Next morn-
ing we went together for the
garrison service and trans-
portation. I was busy to the
utmost, but I felt it was real-
ly-a revolutiondry and artist-
ic life. *
