Civil Servants; without right of free spee(h It is tirhe that South
Africa produced a few of those ‘great headmasters’” who shall
turn - out an efficient; intelligent, liberally educated, sturdy mind-
ed race. A sup phant dead level and servile body of teachers can
‘never rear proud, fearless enterprising men and women.. There is
‘more- than « suspicion that our present system is deliberately de- ~
- slgned to buppress these qualities. The Socialists therfore urge
~giving teachers the right to elect members of their profession to
sit on School Boards.” The orientation of the teachers’ outlook
must be turned from the Director of Education as sole authority to
the people. These reforms, recently rejected by-the Provincial
