At a meeting of the All-Russian

- C.E.C. last October it was decided there .

was to be one class of .schools only,  to

- be divided into two grades, the first for

children from 8 to 13 years, the second
for the children from 13 to 17 years. -

secular. The number of scholars to one
teacher may not exceed 25. The old
method of discipline which prevented

‘the free development of the child may
