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As  the  Revolution  grows,  the  political  consciousness  of  our
militants  reaches  greater  heights  and  their  understanding
of  the  problems  becomes  clearer  and  more  correct.  In  addi-
tion,  this  new  understanding  of  the  problems  and  the  deve-
lopment  of  political  consciousness  motivates  the  growth  ofthe  Revolution.

This  was  one  of  the  conclusions  reached  by  the  Central  Commi-
ttee  of  FRELINMO  in  its  ordinary  scssion  last  October,  at
which  it  analysed  the  general  situation  in  Mozambique.
Besides  the  members  of  the  Central  Committee;  sovoral  mili-
tary  and  political  leaders  from  Cabo  Delgado,  Niassa,  Zanm-
bozia  and  Tete  attended  the  meeting  at  the  invitation  of
the  Central  Committee.  |

In  its  final  Communique,  the  Central  Committee  summarized  the
situation  in  liozambique,  mado  a  critical  analysis  of  its
work  and  formulated  several  geoneral  directives.

Tho  C.C.  noted  that  in  the  provinces  of  Cabo  Delgado  and  lNias-
sa  the  armed  struggle  has  caused  the  ncar  total  dismantling
of  Portuguese  administration.  The  Portuguese  government  no
longer  controls  the  cconomy  in  those  rogions,  and  its  power
is  confined  only  to  the  cities  and  some  military  posts.
Those  provinces  constitute  scemi-liberated  rogions  whore
FRELIMO  is  establishing  a  Mozambican  political  and  adminis-
trative  powor,  rcorganizing  the  ccononry,  creating  now
schools,  hospitals,  etc.  FRELIMO  is  thus  creating  a  now  li-
fo,  in  which  the  pcople  assume  for  themselves  the  responsa-
bility  for  their  destiny.  In  the  other  Provinces,  mobilisa-
tion  and  political  organisation  of  the  people  continues  andis  boing  consolidated.  _

The  Contral  Committee  underlined  some  weak  points  of  our  orga-
nisation,  It  noted  that  some  political  and  military  struc-
tures  were  not  strong  onough,  that  there  arc  deficioncics
in  the  coordination  of  gencral  action,  and  that  there  arc
short  comings  in  global  orientation.  It  docided  that  those
doficiencics  must  be  immediately  corrected,  so  that  our
main  objective  may  be  achieved  -  the  consolidation  of  the
semi-liboratod  zones  and  the  oxtension  of  the  armed  strugglo
to  all  the  other  provinces,  particularly  the  provinces  of
Zambezia  and  Teto.  The  C.C.  studied  tho  means  nocessary  to
solve  this  preoblom.  |
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On  the  cconomic  field,  the  C.C.  sent  an  Order  of  tho  Day  to  all
FRELIIIO  militants:  dovelop  production,  in  ordor  to  assuro
the  cconomic  autonomy  of  FRELIIIO  -  which  is  a  basic  condi-
tion  to  the  progress  of  the  struggle.

In  the  field  of  Education,  the  Central  Committee  pointed  out
that  the  aim  is  to  give  to  the  llozambican  poople  tho  ne-

~  cessary  means  for  them  to  roalisce  the  tasks  imposed  on  them
by  the  Revolution.  It  was  decided  to  conduct  a  literacy
canpaign  for  adults,  to  cncourage  the  creation  of  primary
schools  in  the  scmi-liberated  arcas,  and  to  crcate  the  con-
ditions  neccessary  for  the  llozambique  Institute  to  be  an
cducational  centre  able  to  produce  militants  with  adequate
intelloctual  qualifications,  so  that  they  may  be  inmediately
and  directly  involved  in  the  work  of  the  Revolution.

The  C.C.,  studied  the  problem  of  the  participation  of  the  llozamn-
bican  women  in  the  Revolution.  The  Contral  Committee  conden-
ned  the  tendency  which  exists  among  many  male  members  of
FRELIIO  to  systematically  exclude  women  from  the  discussion
of  problems  related  to  the  Revolution,  and  of  limiting  them
to  executing  tasks.  Appropriate  measures  were  taken  to  assu-
ro  tho  participation  of  women  in  the  direction  of  work,  in

the  difforent  organs  and  in  all  lovels,  from  tho  Circle  to
the  Central  Committee  and  the  Congress.

The  Central  Committee  paid  particular  attention  to  the  problem
of  tribalism.  The  C.C.  vehemently  condemned  tho  tribalistic
tondencies  shown  by  some  comrados  in  their  functions,  solem-
nely  rcaffirmed  that  their  attitude  is  contrary  to  the  into-
roasts  of  the  Mozambican  pcople  and  hinders  the  progress  of
tho  people's  struggle  for  national  liberation;  it  stressed
that  the  struggle  against  tribalism  and  rogionalism  in  our
midst  is  cqually  as  important  as  the  struggle  against  colo-

nialisn  itself,  and  is  fundamental  to  Ravage  !  our  national
unity  and  froodon.

The  Contral  Committee  issued  clear,  procige  and  correct  dircc-
tives,  All  FRELIMO  militants  arc  recady  to  put  them  into  oxe-
cution,  because  thoy  unddrstand  that  those  directives  were
inspired  by  the  interests  of  the  people  and  correspond  to
the  nceds  of  our  struggle  for  national  liberation.

Thus  the  Mozambican  Revolution  grows.

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LEADERS  OF  FRELIMO
DIED  AT  THEIR  POSTS
IN  ORDER  THAT  THE  REVOLUTION  MAY  LIVE

Death  is  something  natural  and  always  present  for  those  who  fight.
When  we  engaged  in  the  Rovolution,  we  FRELINMO  militants  swore  to  fight  to
the  ond,  to  use  all  our  cncrgics  and  our  lives  in  the  service  of  the  Revo-
lution.  It  is  not  strange  for  onc  of  us  to  fall  in  the  process  of  the  stru-
ggle.  That  is  the  price  of  froecdom.  On  the  other  hand,  our  deaths  will  not
bo  able  to  stop  our  Revolution:  as  we  have  already  said  scveral  times,  tho
Mozambican  Revolution  is  like  a  force  of  Nature  that  nothing  can  stop.  It
is  an  immense  movement  rooted  in  the  soul  of  cvery  Illozambican.

In  1966  soveral  of  our  comrades  foll  in  the  struggle.  Among  thon  wora
JATYE  RIVAZ  SIGAUKE  and  PFPILIPE  SAIIUEL  MAGAIA.  They  were  mombers  of  FRELIIIO
Central  Comnittec,

JAIIE  RIVAZ  SIGAUKE  was  onc  of  the  most  dedicated  llozambicans  to  the
cause  of  his  pcople.  Very  few  political  leaders  have  had  a  patriotic  past
such  as  his  was.  He  was  present  from  the  first  hours,  as  an  active  militant
in  the  ranks  of  the  llozambican  nationalist  movement,  In  1960,  he  organiscd
Mozambican  workers  in  Southern  Rodhesia.  He  was  one  of  the  founders  of  UDE-
NAMO  (lozambican  Democratic  National  Union).  In  1962  he  was  arrested  in  Ro-
dhesia  by  PIDE  (Portuguese  Political  Police)  and  was  sent  with  an  cscort
back  to  Mozambique.  For  2  ycars  the  PIDE  practised  on  him  the  most  barba-
rous  physical  and  moral  torturcs,  in  an  attempt  to  cmasculate  his  nationa-
lism.  Thinking  that  they  had  succeded,  in  1964,  the  Portuguese  releasod
him  and  put  him  under  house  arrest.  A  few  months  lator,  SIGAUKE,  with  tho
help  of  FRELIIIO,  escaped  from  Mozambique  and  joined  our  liberation  nove-
nent.  Since  then  he  had  been  mobilising  the  people  in  Mozambique,  as  head
of  FRELINMO  Department  of  Internal  Organisation.  Ho  was  assassinated  by
PIDE  agents  in  Lusaka,  on  the  14th  July,  while  on  duty  fulfilling  a  nission.

FILIPE  SAMUEL  TAGAIA  was  born  on  the  7th  larch,  1937  and  had  been  a
rovolutionary  since  his  youth.  Ho  was  onc  of  the  lecadcrs  of  the  Nucleus  of
African  Sccondary  Students  of  Mozambique,  and  was  onc  of  the  prime  movers
of  nationalist  political  groups  who  worked  sccretoly  in  llozambique.  He  was
imprisoncd  gcveral  times,  the  last  time  in  April  1961,  for  almost  a  ycar.
Released  in  February  1962,  he  was  forced  to  leave  Ifozambique  to  cscape  po-
litical  perscecution.  On  his  arrival  in  Tanzania  he  joined  tho  Mozambican
nationalists.  MNMAGAIA  was  onc  of  the  founders  of  FRELIMO,  and,  until  his
death,  he  was  head  of  the  Military  Department.  He  fell  in  Fozambituos  on
the  10th  October  1966,  while  commanding  a  guerrilla  unit.  |

-
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Among  us,  FRELINO  militante,  thore  is  a  great  fricndship  and  unity.
We  arc  a  big  fanily  of  fighters.  The  loss  of  any  ncomber  is  a  cause  for
deep  sorrow  for  all  the  others.  |

Tha  loss  of  our  brothers  SIGAUKE  and  MAGAIA  represents  a  great  loss
to  our  Revolution.  Because  they  were  ardent,  active  and  conscious  nili-
tants;  and  also  because  the  loss  of  our  leaders,  although  it  cannot  stop
our  Revolution,  nay  however  rotard  it.  That  was  prociscly  the  purpose  of
the  Portugucsce  colonialists,  when  they  trcacherously  assassinated  our  com-
rade  SIGAUKE.  We  lack  personnel  because  of  the  continuing  policy,  pursued
for  centurics  by  the  Portugucso  colonialist  govornnent  in  lozambique,  of
keoping  the  lMozambican  pcople  illiterate.  The  gap  left  by  the  loss  of  one

nan  oxperienced  in  tho  Revolution  can  only  be  filled  with  SEEN  wr
But  the  loss  of  those  comrades  must  not  be  interpreted  as  a  sign  of

weakness  on  our  part  in  tho  cvolution  of  the  struggle.  4A  critical  analysis
made  by  our  Organisation  rovealed  that  those  two  deaths  were  caused  by  a
cortain  lack  of  vigilance,  Oa  the  other  hand,  this  lack  of  wvigilanco  is
explained  by  the  conthusiasm  provoked  by  the  important  victories  wo  havewon,

Our  comrades  and  brothers  MAGAIA  and  SIGAUKE  fell  in  the  struggle  for
the  liberation  of  lozambigque.  They  gave  their  lives  for  their  country  and
thoir  people  to  ba  free.  The  people  will  never  forget  those  who  dio  for
them.  Their  nmemorics  will  always  be  ovoked  with  love  by  tha  people  of  Moz
zambiquo.

In  March  1966  they  wore  scent  to  a  military  court,  and  acquitted  for
lack  of  ovidence.

It  therefore  annuled  the  trial  which  acguittod
thon  and  ordered  a  new  trial.  This  time  tho  Government  is  sure  that  these
patriots  will  be  condemned  -  because  it  will  not  be  necessary  to  prove  tho
authenticity  of  the  accusations.

A  MOZAMBICAN  LAWYER  ALSO  IMPRISONED

The  Mozambican  lawyer  DOMINGOS  AROUCA  (  the  only  black  lawyer  in  lMo-
zambique  )  who  has  also  been  in  prison  in  MACHAVA  since  lay  1965,  will  soon
be  brought  to  trial.  DOMINGOS  AROUCA  is  accuscd  of  having  uscd,a  radio-trans-
nitter,  in  order  to  contact  FRELINO  headquarters  in  Dar  Bs  Salaam  in  1964.

Sovoraltines  FRELIMO  has  appcalod  t0  International  Organisations,  for
then  to  organise  campaigns  for  the  release  of  the  llozambican  nationalists,
who  suffer  in  the  fascist  prisons,  and  whose  "crime"  is  their  love  for  their
poople  and  their  country,  and  their  desire  to  prepare  the  way  for  thoir
children  to  be  born  free  and  not  to  experience  the  same  slavery  conditions
which  their  paronts  oxpericenced  under  the  Portuguese  colonial  regime.

The  delegation  of  FRELINO  outlined  clearly  the  political-nmilitary
situation  in  Mozambique,  stressing  tho  devollopment  of  the  national  liboe~
ration  struggle  of  the  llozambican  people,  the  results  achioved,  the  dif-
ficultios  to  be  overcome  and  the  short  and  long  range  perspective  of  tho
struggle.  In  this  respect,  the  delegation  of  FRELINO  coxplained  the  pro-
blens  faced  in  the  liberated  arcas,  where  FRELIIIO  has  alroady  begun  to
reorganise  the  life  of  the  people  and  national  reconstruction.

Both  sides  expressed  their  full  support  to
the  heroic  struggle  of  natriots  of  South  Africa  and  Southern  Rodhesia
against  racialisn,  for  rcal  freedom  and  independence  of  their  countrics.

One  nore
Portuguese  soldier  has  deserted  and  surrendered  to  FRELINMO  guerrillas,  in
MUEDA  rogion.  He  is  corporal  n°  2178/64,  JOSE  INACIO  BISPO  CATARINO.

Childhood  in  Portugal

On  boing  interrogated  by  the  Information  office  of  ‘FRELINMO,  he  de-
clarcd  ho  was  born  in  Portugal,  in  Lvora  district,  on  the  Tth  of  May,  1943.
In  his  youth  he  holped  his  father  to  plow  the  ficlds.  His  father  was  a  pea-
sant.  WVhen  he  was  8  years  old,  he  cntored  primary  school.  llc  attended  the
school  for  only  three  years,  continuing  to  work  in  the  fields  whilo  study-
ing.  At  11,  he  was  forced  to  leave  school  and  look  for  a  job,  because  his
father  had  no  neans  to  support  him.  He  got  a  job  as  shepherd,  in  tho  scor-
vice  of  a  rich  land-owner.  He  did  not  recoive  any  salary  -  only  food,  in
paynent  for  his  work.  When  he  was  14,  he  started  working  as  a  nechanical
aprontice.  Ho  received  25  cscudos  (+5  shillings  )  per  day.  For  7  years  ho
ronainod  in  that  job,  with  the  sane  salary.  |

In  1964  he  was  conscripted  into  military  service.  In  1965  ho  was  ro-
cruited  for  the  overscas  "provinces".  He  sailed  for  lMozam  bique  on  the  21st

May,  1965,  and  arrived  in  Mucda  on  the  2h  July.
A  causo  not  his

Lskod  to  disclose  the  rcasons  for  his  desertion,  he  answored:

"T  deserted  because  we,  Portuguese,  took  by  force  the  land  which  belongs
to  tho  Africans.  Now  the  owners  want  their  land.  Why  should  we  fight
aginst  them?  I  cannot  fight  on  the  side  of  the  Portuguceso,  because  I
know  what  thoy  arc  doing  is  wrong.  I  saw  nany  of  ny  conpanions  being  kile
led,  ny  scrgeant  died  in  front  of  me,  and  many  others;  all  of  then  died
for  a  cause  which  is  not  theirs.  I  often  spoke  to  ny  soldiors,  telling
thon  that  they  should  protend  to  be  sick  to  be  evacuated  to  Nampula.  I
organised  neotings  with  some  of  the  ones  I  trusted,  and  explained  to  then
that  we  wero  there  suffering  for  a  cause  which  was  not  ours.  I  gave  then

the  example  of  our  scrgeant,  who  diced  for  nothing  ie  net  anywhere,  when
wo  were  sure  of  not  being  heard  -  coven  in  bathroons.

Anbushod

With  rogard  to  the  nilitary  situation,  J.  -INACIO  CATARINO  revealed:
"During  tho  17  nonths  I  was  in  ilueda,  I  was  in  13%  anbushes.  Tho  first  ono
was  on  the  road  going  to  NANGOLOLO,  on  the  31st  July,  1965,  only  a  fow
days  aftor  I  arrived  in  llucda.  In  that  ambush,  2  soldicrs  of  ny  platoon
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wore  killed  and  9  wore  wounded.  Two  days  before,  on  the  29th  July,  also  in
an  anbush  organised  by  the  guerrillas  on  the  road  between  Miteda  and  Mucda,
onc  of  ny  bost  friends,  belonging  to  another  Company,  has  his  lcgs  cut-off,
In  that  ambush,  a  captain  was  also  killed.  In  another  anbush  I  suffered,  I
saw  tho  scrgeant,  commander  of  ny  scction,  fall  doad  at  ny  side.  On  that

occasion  I  had  to  take  command  of  the  section.  The  sergeant  was  JOSE  GARCIA

Kept  in  ignorance

"Our  officials  never  tell  us  anything  about  the  war.  I  never  knew  di-
rectly  that  we  wore  fighting  FRELIMO  troops.  I  was  aware  of  what  FRELIMO
was  because  I  uscd  to  listen  to  Radio  loscow  sccrotely.  I  knew  that  FRELI-
MO  guerrillas  had  killed  many  Portuguese  troops,  otc,  and  I  knew  it  was
true,  because  I  could  sce  nany  of  ny  colleagues  being  killed.  I  nysclf  was
once  in  a  lorry  which  was  destroyed  by  a  nine.  The  driver  was  killed  in  ny
‘prosence.  Luckily  I  oscapcd.  When  wo  were  on  narch,  if  onc  of  us  saw  a  pa-
per  on  the  ground,  hc  could  not  pick  it  up:  he  had  to  report  to  the  officer;
only  the  officers  are  allowed  to  rcad  those  papers.  But  I  sometines  read
thorn:  it  was  thus  that  I  becane  nore  informed  about  FRELINMO".

The  decision  to  desert

"What  gave  ne  courage  to  desaort  and  to  contact  the  people  and  FRELIIO
ouerrillas  wes  the  fact  that  I  had  many  frionds  among  the  poople,  who  could
intervene  in  ny  favour.  I  had  very  good  relations  with  tho  people.
Whon  TI  deserted  and  surrendered  to  FRELIMO,  I  was  very  well  treated,  both
by  the  people  and  the  guerrillas.  They  never  tied  mo  up  or  mistreated  no.

I  even  }  BLopEtun  the  sane  huts  where  they  slept.  I  liked  it  very  nuch."

The  rainy  scason  is  beginning  in  llozambique.  During  the  past  nonths,
the  Portuguese  tried  to  take  advantage  of  the  dry  scason  as  they  had  al=
ready  done  in  1964  and  1965.  They  burnt  wide  tracts  of  terrain,  thus  aining
at  avoiding  ambushes  and  depriving  guerrillas  of  their  natural  hide-out  in
the  vegetation.

However,  as  it  had  alrcady  happened  in  1964  and  1965,  the  support  gi-
ven  by  the  pcople  to  our  guerrillas  frustrated  the  plans  of  tho  Portugueso.
The  people  hide  the  guerrillas,  give  then  food  and  information  on  the  nove-
ricnts  of  tho  cnony.

This  year,  the  3rd  year  of  armed  strugsle  in  Mozambique,  the  Portugue-
sa  bocane  aware  of  the  fact  that  they  will  nover  be  able  to  conguer  us  as
long  as  we  shall  have  the  support  of  the  people.  Consequently,  since  Octé
ober  they  launched  an  intensive  canpaign  ainced  at  isolating  the  guerrillas
fron  the  people  by  threatening  the  population  with  massacres  if  they  colla-
borate  with  Irelinos  they  seduce  then  with  promises  of  "better  lifel  if
they  follow  the  Portugucse  authorities.  This  becane  one  of  the  nain  proeocc-
upations  of  the  Portuguesc:  to  the  extent  that  today  they  often  avoid  con~
bats,  preferring  to  distrilutc  pamphlets  to  the  people.  This  happened,  for
oxanple,  in  MICAPATLO,  Niassa  Province,  on  the  11th  November:  strong  Portu-
guosao  patrols  net  our  troops  but  refused  to  fight,  deviated  and  wont  to  a
zone  where  the  people  used  to  pass,  leaving  there  many  panphlets.  In  those
panphlets,  the  Portuguese  tell  that  "the  white  peoplo  and  the  black  people
are  brothers,  but  Froelino  wants  to  destroy  that  brotherhood,"  that  the  iak-
ondo  tribe  is  an-encny  of  the  Macua  tribe,  and  therefore  tho  Ilncuas  nust
join  the  Portuguese  to  fight  the  !lakondes."  |

Our  poople,  however,  arc  aware  of  Portuguese  propaganda,  They  cone
to  us  and  show  us  tho  pamphlets,  they  themselves  denounce  the  divisio-
nist  nanccuvraes  of  the  enony,  and  reaffirm  their  dedication  to  the
struggle  for  national  liberation,  In  every  village  in  tho  fighting  zones,
there  are  nothers  who  have  sent  their  sons  and  deuchters  to  fight;  there
are  wonion  whose  husbands,  fron  the  battlefront,  sond  to  thon  nessages  of
courage;  there  arc  children  vho  tell  proudly  to  their  friends  how  nany
anbushes  and  attacks  against  the  Portuguese  their  fathers  have  partici-
patod  in  and  the  number  of  cneny  soldiers  they  had  already  killod.

The  guerrillas  and  the  people  arc  inscparable.  They  will  defeat
the  Portugueso  colonialists.

6  cneny  soldiers  were  killed
and  nany  others  were  wounded,

The  Central  Committee  of  TFRELIMO  issued  a  statement,  condemning  the
Portuguese  agression.  The  statement  reads:

"  The  events  which  have  just  taken  place  in  Mtwara  show  that  the  Por-
tuguese  colonialists  are  criminals.  But  thoy  also  show  the  weakness  of  tho
Portuguese.  It  is  evident  that  the  Portuguese  colonialists  are  already
conscious  of  their  incapacity  to  fight  against  FRELIIIO  guerrillas  and  tho
Mozambican  people.
