country, will gather in Moscow around
the early part of July to work out
the policies of the Young Communist
International. These are the red
youth. These are representatives of
those members of the working class
young who are working the world
over to arouse the toiling youth to

Jgin in the fight against decadant capi-

talism.
' Communism Is Binding Tie

An international congress is an in-
spiring spectacle. There is a common
tie that binds the delegates, the in-
terest of the working calss youth;
there is a single goal drives them on,
communism.

The Young Communist International
is voung, not only in the age of the
members under its leadership, but in
the years of its existence. The Y. C.
I. was born in 1919 in Berlin where
it held its first congress. The con-
gress about to be held in Moscow is
the fourth.

Leadership In Constant

The leadership of the Y. C. I has
changed but little since its birth. La-
zar Shatzkin and Richard Schuller,
present secretaries of the internation-
al are still at their posts—and are still
very young. Both participated in the
first international gathering of the
communist youth. Nearly every mem-
ber of the executive committee of the
young communist international held
a prominent position either in the in-
‘ternational or in one of the leagues
affiliated to it in 1919.

Y. C. I. A Solidifying Force
Since the close of the war, when the

Communist International were striv-
ing to rebuild the world organization,
the Y. C. I. has been solidifying its
forces. One of the big objects has been
to draw together all the leagues af-
filiated to the international and put
them under one generalship; to carry
on the struggle not with a view solely
to national prejudices or idiocyncra-
cies, but with an understanding and
with an outlook to the world political
and economic situation. This does
not mean that the national divisions
were to be restricted in applying their
forces with a knowledge of the local
conditions, but history had taught
these young rebels that a loose inter-
national organization at the time of
a crisis (like the world war) spelt
death and destruction. The revolu-
tionary proletariat of the world must
stand firm and under an iron leader-
ship toward off the attacks of world
capitalism.
Mutual Aid Between Sections
This work of unifying and solidify-
ing the ranks has progressed marvel-
ously. KEvery section of the Y. C. I.
has done its part to build up the in-
ternational and the international in
its turn has not stinted its efforts to
aid in building up the national sec-
tions and has concentrated most
where help was needed the greatest.
The fourth congress of the Young
Communist International will re-
present young communist leagues that
have established an organization and
are ready for real work, and in many
countries represents mass organiza-
tions of the working class youth.
Fundamental Policies Unchanged
Since the second congress of Y. C. 1.
there has been but little change in the
fundamental policies of the interna-
tional communist youth. The pro-
blem has been to amplify the deci-
sions, to apply them to practical work,
to carry them out, and to broaden
the struggle of the working class
youth in every country.

U. 8. League With Y. C. I.

In the United States the league has
endeavored the carry out the decisions
of the third congress as well as the
fourth bureau session. The N. E. C.
most persistently strove to impress
the members with the meaning of the
theses and resolutions, to interpret
them and to translate them into ac-
tion. Our league did not have the
unity of structure that was most de-
sirable; but then we are even younger
than the international. The league has
expressed the will to carry forward
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the struggle of the Y. C. I. as applied
to this country. And today the work
is proceeding at a rapid pace.

Experience To Serve As Guide

There will be no especially new
problems taken up at the fourth con-
gress; yet the results of this congress
will be of extreme importance. How
has the German league fared during
the reign of reaction? What has the
French league done on the anti-mili-
tary field? How have the Scandina-
vian leagues weathered the party con-
flicts? Is the Japanese league pre-
paring for the developments that are
taking place in that country? Questions
such as these will come up and the
experiences brought out will serve as
a guide to the 1less experienced
leagues.

Nuclei and Anti-Militarism

Our old friend the shop nuclei will
have its day. Antfmilitarism will
come in for its proper share of atten-
tion. The economic and trade union
struggle is never overlooked by the
Y. C. L.

‘We can count on this: The faults
of the league during the past eighteem
months will be brought out, the suc-
cesses counted, the world situation re-
viewed, and a program of action based
on actual conditions laid out. 'Then
the work will proceed again,

Program To Be Adopted

It is expected that the Y. C. I. will
adopt a program at the fourth con-
gress. This program has been in the
making for a long time. It has been
before the leagues for discussion. The
tentative program has been prinfed
in booklet form by the E. C. of the Y.
C. I. and translated into about flve
languages. It is my view there will
be but little change from the present
basis, and that the program will be
adopted unanimously with the adition
of sections on religion, education, ete.

Commission On U. S.

Because of the growth of the Young
Workers League of America it is the
belief of the comrades of the national
executive committee that a special
commission will be formed to delve
into some of the unique problems met
with in this country. This commis-
sion will be more than helpful in for-
mulating special demands to be fought
by the Y. W. L.

Should Learn From Decisions

Our members should make sure to
read and study the results of the
fourth congress when these are avail-
able. For what avails the work of the
delegates and E. C. of the Y. C. I.
if the membership does not acquaint
itself with the decisions arrived at,
and then proceeds to put them into
action?
